Ownership dispute erupts over 10 Downing 
Street visitors book set for London auction
by Laura Chesters

The owner of a visitors book 
from 10 Downing Street dating 
from the Margaret Thatcher 
and John Major era plans to sell 
it despite the government saying 
it is o�cial property.

The vendor, a former civil 
servant, said he “rescued” the 
book from a skip 20 years ago 
and has the legitimate right to 
sell it.

However, solicitors acting for 
the Treasury have since said the 
book is “Crown record under 
the Public Records Act 1958” 
and “came into [the seller’s] 
possession by error”.

‘Accidental ownership’
Scheduled to be offered at 
Chiswick Auctions, the sale has 
been postponed following 
contact from the Treasury but 
the vendor – having asked 
several times for some evidence 
of the book being registered as 
a public record – has rejected 
the government’s ownership 
claims and wants the sale to go 
ahead.

The ex-civil servant acquired 
the book when a carton of what 
he believed to be empty 

water-damaged boxes was 
taken from a skip destined for 
the incinerator following a 
f lood in the basement of 70 
Whitehall. Some years later, he 
discovered the book. After 
realising its importance he said 
he contacted Downing Street 
on two occasions (in 2017 and 
2020) offering to return the 
book but did not receive a reply.

His current f inancial 
circumstances mean he has 
now decided to sell it.

Valentina Borghi from 
Chiswick Auctions said: “My 
client came to own the No 10 

visitors book purely by accident 
around the year 2000. For 
many years he didn’t even know 
he had it. To his amazement, 
when preparing for a house 
move in 2017, he discovered the 
book neatly wrapped in tissue 
paper and bubble wrap.

“Having twice had no 
response from No 10, my client 
has now taken the very di�cult 
decision to put the book up for 
auction.”

Bound in red morocco and 
gilt leather with the lettering 
Prime Minister, 10 Downing Street
to the cover, the book contains 

the signatures of numerous 
politicians, members of the 
royal family and world leaders.

Among the signatures are 
those of the late Queen 
Elizabeth II, Prince Philip and 
former prime ministers 
including Harold Wilson, 
James Callaghan, Edward 
Heath and Harold Macmillan 
who all attended the 250th 
anniversary of 10 Downing 
Street on December 4, 1985.

Other signatures include 
George Bush Sr, François 
Mitterrand, Helmut Kohl, 
Mikhail Gorbachev and the 

then Prince Charles and 
Princess Diana.

The book is estimated at 
£10,000-15,000 and had been 
scheduled for sale on February 
18. Chiswick Auctions said that 
a new date cannot be con¦rmed 
until discussions with the 
Government regarding the 
ownership issues are settled.

The London Scottish 
Regimental Trust is putting up 
for auction one of the three 
Victoria Crosses that it holds.

The medal will be sold by 
Morton & Eden of London on 
February 29 and is estimated 
at £250,000-300,000.

Jewellery dealer warns of thieves now targeting the trade

A Camden Passage jewellery 
dealer su�ered a devastating 
loss of his entire stock after a 
theft from his stand at the 
London market.

The trader, who has been a 
regular at the Islington market 
for more than 25 years, believes 

he had been watched for a 
number of weeks in the run-up 
to the crime.

The theft occurred after 
closing time on Saturday 
evening on June 17.

Following searches of 
CC T V fo ot a g e  f rom 
neighbouring businesses, the 
dealer has pieced together how 
it happened: a gang of at least 

by Laura Chesters three men used diversionary 
tactics to steal three bags which 
contained £2000 in cash and 
around £100,000 worth of 
jewellery.

Parking problems
Among the items stolen were 
antique, vintage and modern 
jewellery including diamond 
rings, earrings and necklaces.

The dealer had been 
cataloguing and pricing up 
stock to take to the Alexandra 
Palace Antiques & Collectors Fair
on July 2 so had more stock 
with him than usual.

He told ATG: “All I am left 
with is my jewellers’ loupe, my 
phone and my car.”

Many of the pieces stolen 
were in the price range of 

£600-800. The dealer added: 
“For years I have parked in the 
same place where I can see my 
car from my stall and easily 
pack away safely. But I have 
recently had to move and park 
elsewhere due to the LTN (Low 
Tra�c Neighbourhood policy 
in Islington). So I left my bags

a�ected, when it is too late.”
Kelly said the purpose of the 

Facebook group is to allow dealers to 
start helping themselves and he created 
the page as he could “see the stress it 
puts on stallholders”.

Private invitation
He has kept the group private and 
dealers can join by invitation only if 
they make themselves known to Kelly 
or someone else in the group.

“To get in, you need to identify 
yourself (name, email and where you 
trade). This is imperative as we strive 
not to have the criminals joining,” he 
said.

“The group will allow members to 
share information on suspects, tips on 
protecting themselves and, most 
importantly, remind them that they 
are not alone and other people care.

“Bringing dealers together to share 
this information could be a major step 
in protecting themselves and 
preventing another robbery.”

The Royal Mint 
confirQeH that the wronK 
obverse die was used during 
production.

silver penny. They found a 
handful more in the area that 
day and later realised they were 
rare pennies of Harold II.

Over the next few days they 
returned and found around 70 
more. They then returned at a 
later date and found another 70 
coins. The coins, classed as 
Treasure under the 1996 
Treasure Act, were processed 
and Colchester Museum and 
the Fitzwilliam Museum in 
Cambridge bought 16 between 
them, including two 11th 
century Byzantine examples. 
Following this, late last year, 
the rest of the coins were 
disclaimed and returned to the 
�nders. The proceeds of the 
sales and auction will be shared 
between the two �nders and 
the landowner. 

It is thought that the hoard 

was buried in 1066 – within �ve 
years of all bar two of the coins 
being minted.

Noonans coin specialist 
Bradley Hopper said: “While 
the deposition of the Braintree 
Hoard might not relate directly 
to the events of 1066, the fact 
that it was never recovered 
surely did.”

The sale of Fine Ancient Art & 
Antiquities at Apollo Art Auctions 
(20% buyer’s premium) in London 
on January 28 was led by a private 
group of more than 150 pieces of 
Neolithic, Egyptian, Hittite, Greco-
Roman and Near Eastern art.

Formed from the 1990s through 
2014, most pieces in the Prince 
Collection were acquired through 
leading European dealers. 

A large selection of Egyptian 
faience fragments and inlays were 
led by a group of 77 Old Kingdom 
small blue-glazed composition tiles 
presented together in a 2ft 1in x 17in 
(62 x 43cm) frame.

Dating from the 3rd Dynasty 
(c.2630-2611BC), this form of faience 
tile-decoration is thought to have 
been invented by Imhotep, the 
renowned architect of king Djoser, 
to cover some of the interior walls 
of the Step Pyramid and the so-
called South Tomb in the Saqqara 
necropolis.

With a 1970s provenance, they 
were estimated at £12,000-20,000 
and sold at £55,000.

Two large 19th Dynasty New 
Kingdom foundation tiles were 
believed to have come from the 
Pi-Ramesses palace in Qantir. Each 
decorated in black with an inscribed 
cartouche, one carries the prenomen, 
the other the nomen of Rameses 
the Great (c.1303-1213BC). Similar 
to examples at the Metropolitan 
Museum of Art, the tiles were part of 
a Belgian private collection prior to 
joining the Prince group.

Again estimated at £12,000-
20,000, the pair sold at £24,000. 

Victorian collection
Several sherds on o�er were 
those collected by the Victorian 
Egyptologist Rev William 
MacGregor (1848-1937). His 
collection, which formed part of an 
exhibition at the Burlington Fine 
Arts Club in 1895, was later dispersed 
with these pieces sold through the 
Parisian works of art dealer Joseph 
Altounian (1890-1954).

Sold at £4400 was a Ramesside 
(19th and 20th Dynasty) inlay 
fragment of yellow faience. 
Measuring 2½ x 2in (6.5 x 5cm) 
and inlaid with two rosettes and a 
bunch of grapes, it was once part of a

larger frieze similar to that found in 
Helipolis and now on display in the 
Museo Egizio in Turin. 

A series of ancient Egyptian 
sculptural fragments also sold within 
or above hopes as part of the Prince 
collection.

A Late Period, 26th Dynasty 
(c.590-570BC) greywacke fragment 
of a ¢gure in a kneeling position 

holding a naos shrine in his lap had 
been acquired from the dealer Lydia 
Bertens in 2010 and was previously 
in a Belgian private collection. 
Originally either a theorophorus or 
a naophorous statue, it measured 10 
x 8in (25 x 21cm). Guided at up to 
£15,000, it took £22,000. 

Measuring 12 x 7in (30 x 18cm), 
a Middle Kingdom, 12th Dynasty 
(c.1859-1813BC) lower leg fragment 
came from a once large calcite statue 
of a striding Pharaonic ¢gure. Similar 
to the style and curvature of statues 
of Amenemhat III, it was acquired 
from Swiss dealership Sycomore 
Ancient Art in 2007 and was 
formerly in a Brussels collection. It 
took £18,000. 

A serpentine torso from a 
royal shabti made for the tomb of 
the powerful 18th Dynasty ruler 
Amenhotep III was sold at £17,000.

Although no longer complete, the 
¢gure is inscribed with six rows of 
hieroglyphs – Chapter 6 from the 
Book of the Dead – and the role it 
will serve in the afterlife. The tomb of

Amenhotep III was originally found 
during Napolean’s expedition in 1799 
and subsequently rediscovered in 
1898 and excavated in 1905-14.

This ¢gure, similar to others 
in many museum collections, had 
been acquired in 2003 from Aaron 
Gallery, London. 

Break from tradition
The death of Amenhotep III marked 
an important break from tradition. As 
the pharaoh who introduced a radical 
religious and artistic reformation his 
successor, Akhenaten is among the 
most compelling fully documented 
¢gures from the ancient world. 

During his 17-year reign from 
c.1352-1336BC during the 18th 
Dynasty he changed his name 
from Amentohep IV, moved the 
capital from Thebes to the new 
city of Akhenaten (modern-day 
Tel el-Amarna) and substituted the 
traditional polytheism for a new 
monotheistic cult centred around the 
dei¢ed sun disc, Aten. He ruled with 
his wife Queen Nefertiti.

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The styles that �ourished under 
Akhenaten, known as Amarna art, 
are unique in the history of Egyptian 
royal art. Representations are more 
expressionistic, exaggerated and 
stylised.

A glimpse of this is seen through a 
7 x 6in (17 x 14cm) sandstone bracelet 
from a once colossal statue. It had 
Akhenaten’s double cartouches 
dedicated to the Aten. This fragment, 
sold at £11,000 was acquired from 
Glenn Howard Ancient Art with an 
earlier provenance to an Egyptology 
collection formed in Sydney, 
Australia, shortly after the Second 
World War. 

Under Akhenaten’s successor, the 
boy king Tutankhamun led by the 
vizier Ay, Egypt gradually returned 
to its traditional polytheistic religion 
with Thebes once more the base of 
royal power. ■

sold for £950 

and a 1960s Cammei table lamp 
with gilt cameo motifs on a green 
ground, taking £1300. 

Among the best-known works 
of Gabriella Crespi (1922-2017) 
is the Kaleidoscope series of c.1970 
table lamps with elongated 
octahedron shaped shades (the 
example here sold for £3800) 
while a patinated bronze Hydra
side table, a 2009 design by the 
Paris-based artist and designer 
Mattia Bonetti (b.1952) had 
expectations of £4000-6000 and 
realised £7000.

Another contemporary 
bestseller was a small crocodile 
skin ‘aeroplane’ coin tray by 
Hermes. Designed by Gilles 
Jonemann (b.1944), this limited 
model with moveable wheels 
and propellor was part of the 
‘Petit H’ initiative, hiring with 
guest artists and designers to use 
leftover materials from already-
made Hermès products to create 
unexpected items. O�ered in its 
original box, it sold for £1800.

A rare design by Charles and 

Ray Eames, a La Chaise lounge 
chair in �breglass, wood and 
tubular steel, made £2600. While 
this was a 1990s reissue by Vitra, 
the original model was among 
the designs created for the 1948 
Low Cost Furniture Design 
competition at the Museum of 
Modern Art in New York.

Dunhill delights
In the wake of an auction 
record for an ‘aquarium’ lighter 
at Chiswick Auctions set in 
December 2022, two more of the 
classic 1950s Dunhill accessories 
came for sale.

It’s not di¡cult to see how 
these uber-collectable lighters 
got their name. Not only do they 
resemble miniature �sh tanks, 
but most were decorated with 
aquatic subjects. The thick layer 
of Lucite, a material developed by 
the American air force during the 
Second World War, provides an 
illusion of movement.

The examples here were both 
4in (10cm) lighters engraved 
with �sh. One with a front 
panel depicting grey and orange 
sweetlips �sh with three angel �sh 
to the reverse took £2600 while 
another decorated with three grey 
�sh to one side and a pair of black 
Betta �sh brought £2200.

Fourteen months ago, a lighter 
depicting a pair of water birds 
to one side and a snowy heron 
to the other raced away to bring 
£13,000.

Lalique style 
leads design 
classics

Lalique, the epitome of inter-war 
glamour, took centre stage at the 
Chiswick Auctions (25% buyer’s 
premium) Design sale.

The January 10 event in west 
London was led by an Alicante
vase, the ever-popular form 
modelled in low relief with 
parrot heads (model No 
998 in Félix Marcilhac’s 
Lalique catalogue raisonné).

Designed in 1927, it was made 
in di�erent colourways and can 
accordingly bring widely di�ering 
prices. This example is double-
cased with opalescent glass core 
and a frosted and polished outer, 
highlighted with a blue-grey 
stain. Signed R Lalique France, it 
was guided at £5500-7500 but 
sold for £11,000.

The quarterly 
sale included pieces 
from most European 
progressive design 
movements from the 
Arts & Crafts to the 
contemporary. But 
post-war Italian design 
was a particularly 
strong category. 

The o�ering 
included seating 
furniture from the leather-
upholstered and chrome Soriana
range designed by Afra and Tobia 
Scarpa for Cassina in 1969. A 
two-seater sofa in cream buttoned 
upholstery and a matching easy 
chair and ottoman both dated 
from c.1970 sold at £4000 and 
£3200 respectively.

Works by Piero Fornasetti 
included a set of six plates from

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Essex saleroom Sworders (25% 
buyer’s premium) enjoyed a white-
glove sale and a £406,000 total for 
the personal collection of Maurice 
Turpin (1928-2005).

The January 25 auction in 
Stansted Mount�tchet comprised 267 
lots from the London �at of a dealer 
who achieved near-legendary status 
over a 50-year career.

Born in Bow in 1928, the son 
of an East End fruit-seller, Turpin 
originally trained as a sound engineer 
for the BBC, before taking work as a 
‘runner’ in the summer of 1948.

He began searching provincial 
shops and markets for objects he 
could sell to the London antiques 
trade before opening his own small 
premises on Portobello Road. 

During the ‘golden age’ of the 
English antique furniture business, 
Turpin – known throughout the trade 
as ‘Dick’ – was a familiar sight at 
regional UK salerooms and one of 
the �rst British dealers to undertake 
frequent buying trips to the US.

The calibre of the pieces he bought 
and sold was surpassed only by his 
persona: a giant of a man with a large 
walrus moustache, thick-rimmed 
spectacles and trilby hat, he had a 
curiously high-pitched voice.

Following his death in 2005, the 
stock from his Bruton Street shop 
was sold in two sales at Christie’s, 
titled The Legend of Dick Turpin.

Sworders sold the contents of the 
�at in London W14 he shared with 
partner Jackie Mann under the title 
Dick Turpin: The Legend Lives On.

Blue john bonanza
Leading the sale was a pair of George 
III blue john and ormolu ‘Cleopatra’ 
candle vases attributed to Matthew 
Boulton. Similar examples are 
pictured in Nicholas Goodison’s 
Ormolu: The Work of Matthew Boulton
(1974).

Estimated at a modest £2000-
4000, they took £26,000.

A particularly good example 
of Derbyshire �uorspar was a 9in 
(22cm) high George III campana 
form urn raised on a square base. Its

strong colours encouraged a bid of 
£6000.

Three pairs of the distinctive 
‘basso relievo’ embossed bird 
pictures by Samuel Dixon of Dublin 
c.1750 performed well. The hand-
coloured prints Canary Bird and The 
Cock Butcher Bird, both signed and 
dedicated To Her Grace the Duchess 
of Hamilton, took £9500. A pair 
depicting A Pheasant and a Hen and A 
Rainbow Pheasant made £8000. 

Another area in which Turpin held 
considerable expertise was Italian 
bronzes. An 18th century group after 

Giambologna’s Abduction of a Sabine 
Woman, on a cylindrical rouge marble 
plinth sold for £3000 as did a north 
Italian model of a pacing bull after 
Gianfrancesco Susini.

Less expected from a dealer 
who bought ‘period’ antiques were 
four inter-war bronzes by Sir Jacob 
Epstein (1880-1959).

The quartet of portrait busts 
included a cast of the 1927 Zeda
(Pasha), a Turkish model of whom 
Epstein made one bust and several 
drawings. This head, cast from 
the bust held in the Art Gallery of 
Ontario. It brought £8000.

In accordance with current 
collecting sensibilities, the furniture 
was more di¥cult. However, some 
latitude with the reserves meant a 
George III padouk and kingwood 
commode attributed to John Cobb 
did get away. Although estimated at 
£30,000-50,000, it hammered at 
£20,000.

A similar model with the same 
distinctive serpentine-sided 

cockbeaded drawer-fronts was 
supplied by Cobb to James West of 
Alscot Park, Warwickshire, c.1765 
and it is not too hard to �nd other 
examples that have made close to 
six-�gures in the past. But the English 
furniture market now plays according 
to new rules. 

Hats off to him 
Closing the sale were a few 
mementoes of the man himself. A lot 
comprising four hats – including two 
favoured brown felt trilbies by Lock 
& Co of London – sold for £400.

Fawkes �gure 
with a di�erence

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The di�culty in sourcing high-
quality and market-fresh material 
has become a standard refrain in the 
Old Master market.

After a decent uplift in the �rst 
half of 2023, supply issues once again 
loomed large at the two most recent 
auction series in London and New 
York.

Following a relative �at series in 
London in December punctuated by 
a few strong contests for unusual or 
quirky subjects (see ATG No 2624), 
the lack of stand-out lots was again 
somewhat acute at the latest sales 
in the Big Apple held at the start of 
2024. 

The auctions were not helped by 
the withdrawal of a Diego Velázquez 
(1599-1660) portrait depicting Isabel 
de Borbón, Queen of Spain, which 
was due to be o�ered at Sotheby’s 
with an estimate ‘in the region of 
$35m’.

Christie’s also had a number of 
lots withdrawn including a pair of 
Michele Marieschi (1710-1743) vedute 
which had an estimate of $2m-3m.

Of the remaining lots, a signi�cant 
proportion were unsold including the 
potential best-seller: Self-Portrait of 
the Artist as a Young Man by Sir Peter 
Paul Rubens (1577-1640), guided at 
$3m-5m at Sotheby’s. The failure 
of few other big-ticket lots as well 
as a number selling on or below 
their low estimate also hardly either 
engendered con�dence or helped the 
bottom line.

Unstable world
Were global factors also at play? 
One leading dealer told ATG that 
the upcoming elections in the US 
and UK and wars in Ukraine and 
Gaza were not conducive to a general 
climate of buying and selling.

Another mentioned the fact that 
the estimates here were often too 
high for the market to absorb. 

On the demand side, a reduction 
in Asian and Russian buying also 
appears to be hitting the sector, 
while the trade remained pretty 
selective when it came to bidding.

The �nal tally for the New York 
Old Master sales at Sotheby’s and 
Christie’s at the end of January and 
early February was $60.3m (£47.5m) 
including premium. This compared

Because of the relative paucity of 
the lots on o�er, many people didn’t 
bother to go, so there were a few 
bargains for those who made the 
journey. 

“The good things did well but 
there was little or no demand for 
the second and third tiers. It’s what 
we’ve been seeing for some time, 
the best and the rest. The market 
is polarising, naturally, but there’s 
still life at every level, even if it’s 
becoming more selective.”

Stretching the boundary
The top picture at the current series 
wasn’t even technically an Old 
Master. Gustav Bauernfeind’s 
(1848-1904) The Western Wall, a 

large-scale view of the holy site in 
Jerusalem which was consigned to 
Sotheby’s by a West Coast Jewish 
institution, sold for $2.8m (£2.21m) 
against a $2m-3m estimate.

It is not uncommon these days for 
such leading Orientialist pictures 
to appear alongside Old Masters 
at auction (the latter category 
traditionally de�ned as continental 
European pictures from before 
1800).

That being so, the top Old Master 
of the New York series came at the 
same Sotheby’s sale: a rediscovered 
self-portrait by Sir Anthony van 
Dyck (1599-1641) that made a low-
estimate $2m (£1.58m) – see report 
in ATG No 2629.

Supply lines come under strain
Market shows strength only for select works as sourcing high-quality material proves inceasingly di�cult

to the record $171.5m (£139.4m) from 
the equivalent series last year where 
a bumper crop of consignments came 
forward – not least the single owner 
sale of works from the JE Safra 
collection o�ered at Christie’s and 
10 pictures from the Fisch-Davidson 
collection at Sotheby’s that raised a 
cool $49.6m (£40.3m) on their own.

Speaking about the latest series, 
London dealer Johnny van Haeften 
told ATG: “There wasn’t a lot there.

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While some of best competition 
came among the works on paper on 
o�er (see report starting above), 
only a smaller number of paintings 
seemed to capture the imagination. 

One of the exceptions to the rule 
was the strenuous bidding battle 
that came for a striking panel from 
a German altarpiece that had been 
restituted to the heir of Jacques 
Goudstikker, an Amsterdam-based 
dealer and collector from whom over 
1400 were appropriated during the 
Nazi invasion of the Netherlands. 

Over the years, numerous works 
have been restored to the family 
in part thanks to the remarkable 
survival of Goudstikker’s black 
notebook in which he itemised every 
work in his vast stock. Sotheby’s 
has sold a number of them in recent 
years, including an Adam van Breen 
(1590-1645) winter landscape that 
made £138,600 including premium 
in London in 2022. 

The current picture, which 
was o�ered at Sotheby’s Master 
Paintings and Sculpture Part 1 sale 
on February 1, had been restituted 
somewhat earlier. It was one of 200 
pictures that been held by the Dutch 
state since 1946 and were handed 
back after a landmark ruling in 
2006. 

Nevertheless, there was still a 
sense of excitement as the depiction 
of Saint Agricius of Trier and Saint Anno 
of Cologne emerged for sale.

Measuring 7ft x 2ft 3in (2.15m x 

70cm), the oil on panel was created 
in Antwerp in c.1520 and was 
originally one of the outer wings of 
a large and complex altarpiece that 
was exported to the Rhineland for 
the church of St Maria ad Gradus 
in Cologne. In 1817, the altarpiece 
moved to the nearby Cologne 
Cathedral, at which time the outer 
wings were removed and dispersed.

The artist who painted it is most 
often referred to as The Master of 
the Agilolphus Altarpiece. Although 
anonymous, the hand is identi�ed as 
having painted a number of major 
works in the ‘Antwerp mannerist’ 
style in the early 16th century. This 
was �rst time in living memory that 
an example had appeared at auction.

Even if there was little precedent 
to go on in terms of price, the 
$300,000-500,000 estimate did not 
seem excessive to a number of parties 
who deemed it a remarkably bold, 
vibrant, detailed and rare painting in 
its own right, as well as being part of 
an important late Gothic altarpiece.

After strong competition, it 
was knocked down at $900,000 
(£708,660).

From the same source came 
another large-scale panel restituted 
in 2006. Triumph of Lucius Aemilius 
Paullus after the Battle of Pydna by 
Giovanni di ser Giovanni Guidi, 
the Florentine artist known as Lo 
Scheggia (1406-86), fared rather 
di�erently, however. It sold at 
$650,000 (£511,810) against an 

Some of the strongest demand at the latest Old 
Master auctions in New York came among the 
works on paper sales.

Arguably the high point of the series was a 
group of works from the collection of the art 
historian Joseph Baillio which were o�ered at 
Sotheby’s in a dedicated auction on January 31.

A noted scholar of 18th century French 
painting and of the works of Élisabeth Louise 
Vigée Le Brun (1755-1842) in particular, Baillio 
staged important exhibitions on her life and 
career and did much to propel Le Brun to the 
forefront in terms of pioneering female Old 
Masters. 

He was also a dealer for many years, 
becoming vice president of Wildenstein & Co, 
although the pictures and sculptures o�ered 
here were from his personal collection and the 
Sotheby’s sale was branded A Scholar Collects.

Many of the works in the sale sold for sums 
that were substantially higher than Baillio 
paid for them, including most of those by Le 
Brun. All 12 lots by her sold with eight going 
above top estimate, including the highlight of 
the collection: a pastel self-portrait which she

estimate of $1m-1.5m, underlining 
the market selectivity.

Another of the lots at Sotheby’s 
with high expectations which met 
with a somewhat muted reaction was 
a rare picture by the Spanish artist 
Luis Meléndez (1716-80).

The still-life showing artichokes 
and tomatoes in an atmospheric 
rocky landscape had a surrealist 
air to it but some parties may have 
deemed it a bit over-elaborate.

Although he painted more than 
100 still-lifes throughout his career, 
Meléndez produced only six large-
scale examples with outdoor settings 
such as this.

Any work by Meléndez is 

uncommon at auction, with 
Artprice.com recording just 38 
auction results.

The 2ft 1in x 2ft 9in (62 x 83cm) 
oil on canvas here, which was signed 
L. Mz to a small stone to the right of 
the picture, came from the estate of 
renowned New York dealer Herman 
Schickman who died in 2007. 
Christie’s had sold a selection of over 
a dozen works from his collection 
in 2018-19 and he had acquired this 
one from London’s Hallsborough 
Gallery sometime before 1970. It had 
since been on loan at New York’s 
Metropolitan Museum of Art from

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1999-2018. The estimate was 
$2m-3m, perhaps a re	ection 
of the fact that the artist had 
broken the £3m barrier at 
Christie’s in 2012, although that lot 
was a still-life on a dark background 
and was compositionally and 
atmospherically rather di erent.

Sotheby’s was clearly hoping 
for some cross-over interest with 
the catalogue pointing to how the 
‘graceful simplicity’ of Meléndez’s 
work ‘is so appealing to the modern 
viewer, raised on the beautifully 
constructed compositions of 
Cézanne and Matisse’.

This failed to lead to the hoped-for 
bidding battle, however, and it sold 
below estimate at $1.65m (£1.3m), a 
result that nevertheless represented 
the third-highest price for the artist 
at auction.

Overall, Sotheby’s 	agship auction 
of the week raised $21m with 30 out 
of 49 lots sold (61%).

Gentileschi in demand
Christie’s main Old Master sale on 
January 31 also had its fair share of 
unsolds with 42 of the 78 lots �nding 
buyers (59%). The hammer total of 
$10.9m (£8.62m) came in well below 
the $18m low estimate for the sale.

The top lot was a vibrantly 
coloured panel painting also by Lo 
Scheggia (1406-86). O ered with a 
third-party guarantee, it just tipped 
over the $1.2m low estimate and 
sold at $1.25m (£984,000). The 
vendor had paid £850,000 for it at 
Christie’s in London in 2010.

The work itself was a cassone 
front (a panel for an Italian marriage 
chest) and depicted a scene based on 
the story of Coriolanus. Measuring 
16¾in x 5ft 1in (43cm x 1.55m), it had 
previously been ascribed to various 
other Florentine artists but since the 
1990s had been reattributed to Lo 
Scheggia and was deemed among his 
most impressive works as a painter of 
this type of panel.

Perhaps the most eyecatching 
bidding battle came for a recently 
discovered painting of Saint John the 
Baptist in the Wilderness.

It had been acquired by the vendor 
in 2021 at an auction in Naples 
where it was described as simply 
‘Neapolitan School, �rst half of 17th 
century’ (ATG could not trace the 
hammer price).

‘Second and 
third tiers’ 
struggle

Here its attribution was 
signi�cantly upgraded and it was 
o ered as an autograph work by 
Artemisia Gentileschi (1593-1654)
– a female Old Master artist much in 
demand at present.

The 3ft 11in x 3ft 2in (1.2m x 97cm) 
oil on canvas was said to compare 
closely with other �rmly attributed 
works by the artist from the mid-
1630s, in particular a signed painting 
of Minerva now in the U¡zi in 
Florence.

Christie’s catalogue pointed to 
four scholars that had endorsed the 
attribution (three from �rst-hand 
inspection).

This clearly gave con�dence to 
bidders and, pitched at $400,000-
600,000, it was knocked down at

$780,000 (£614,175) to an online 
buyer. Six years ago this would have 
been a record price but, due to the 
expansion of the artist’s market over 
recent time, now it was only the 
eighth highest according to Artprice.

Two intriguing portraits also sold 
at Christie’s. One was A bearded man 
wearing a turban by Giandomenico 
Tiepolo (1727-1804), probably 
depicting a philosopher in eastern-
inspired dress.

The 2ft x 20in (61 x 50cm) oil 
on canvas had been acquired by 
the vendor after it appeared with 
a £60,000-80,000 estimate at a 
Sotheby’s auction in 1990.

Here it was expected to fetch a lot 
more. Estimated at $700,000-1m, 
it sold at $750,000 (£590,550) –a 
substantial return for the vendor 
(even accounting for in	ation) and 
seemingly re	ective of the demand 
on the current market for works 
with subjects that reference cultural 
identity in some way.

The other lot was a quality 
example of British portraiture: Sir 
Thomas Lawrence’s (1769-1830)
portrait of the MP William Baker. 
The sitter’s mother came from a 
publishing family and he himself built 
an impressive library at Bayfordbury 

House in Hertfordshire, which may 
explain why he was shown holding a 
book in Lawrence’s 4ft 3in x 3ft 4in 
(1.3 x 1.02m) oil on canvas.

This three-quarter-length 
portrait was in many ways highly 
characteristic of the artist’s portraits 
from the �rst decade of the 19th 
century, especially the gestural 
brushwork, colouring and sense of 
bravura. Unusually though, it was 
signed and dated by Lawrence.

Although it carries the date of 
1807 (on the arm of the chair), he 
exhibited the picture at the Royal 
Academy in 1806, something that 
implied he continued to work on the 
canvas after the exhibition closed.

The portrait had remained with 
the sitter’s family until 1953 when 
it sold at Christie’s, and it was 
acquired by the vendor from London 
dealer Noortman & Brod in 1983. 
Estimated at $200,000-400,000, it 
sold at $480,000 (£377,955).

Although a decent if not stellar 
price for Lawrence, it at least showed 
demand emerging when estimates 
are more restrained – surely the right 
approach at times like these when 
things seem pretty tough for this 
most traditional of sectors. ■

had created shortly after �eeing 
revolutionary Paris for Italy in the 
autumn of 1789 (famously she was 
patronised by Marie-Antoinette, 
painting around 30 pictures of the 
French queen). 

Depicting herself in travelling 
costume, the work here was 
described in the catalogue as 
“sensitively rendered yet visually 
striking” and suggested it could be 
counted as one of, if not, the “�nest 
and most important pastels in her 
oeuvre”.

By portraying herself without 
frills or extravagance, and looking 
younger than her true age, it 
seemed to contain a nod toward 
her humble beginnings and it may 
well have been created to show 
her determination to succeed as a 
painter once again.

Its �rst owner was fellow artist 
François-Guillaume Ménageot, 
who at the time was director of the 
Académie de France in Rome, and 
to whom Le Brun had presented it. 

Baillio had acquired it in 1983 
at an auction at Nouveau Drouot 
in Paris but the market for the 
artist has risen substantially since 
then. In 2019, a major record 
came at Sotheby’s New York 
when her monumental portrait of 
Muhammad Dervish Khan made 
$6.1m (£4.67m), quadrupling the 
previous high and bringing her into 
the premier league of Old Masters 
commercially.

In terms of Le Brun’s works on 
paper, it had been almost a decade 
since a comparable work had 
emerged at auction: Self-Portrait in 
a Straw Hat with a Plume that made 
€310,000 (£257,890) at a small 
auction house in the suburbs of 
Paris (Hôtel des Ventes de la Vallée 
de Montmorency).

The estimate at Sotheby’s was 
£700,000-1m but, even though the 
lower end was more than double 
the previous record for a Le Brun 
work on paper, bidders did not 
baulk. It was eventually knocked

down at an eyecatching $2.5m 
(£1.97m), the highest-ever price for 
a work on paper by any female Old 
Master and the second highest for 
any work by Le Brun at auction.

The Baillio collection also 
included an oil portrait of the 
artist’s mother – one of Le Brun’s 
earliest surviving paintings, 
executed when she was around 
20 years old. A piece that she 
clearly treasured and took with 
her everywhere, it was estimated 
at $100,000-150,000 and sold 
at $220,000 (£173,230) – a good 
return on the $100,000 (£64,220) 
that Baillio had bid for it at 
Christie’s New York in 2012.

Another Le Brun pastel making 
a major price was a remarkable 
portrait of the Duchesse de Guiche 
that also made a notable return on 
the £70,000 that Baillio had paid 
at Sotheby’s in London in 1991. 

The sitter, who was renowned for 
her beauty with her striking blue 
eyes, was a close friend of Marie-
Antoinette and, along with her 
mother, was the subject of several 
portraits by Le Brun.

In this 2ft 8in x 2ft 1in (81 x 
64cm) pastel, which was signed 
and dated 1784 and executed on 
two joined sheets of paper laid on 
canvas, the sitter was shown in an 
unusual costume for a lady of her 
rank – possibly something that 
related to her talent as an actress 
(she was a regular performer at the 
Petit Trianon theatre at Versailles). 
Her pose with both hands on her 
chest, her head slightly inclined 

and her lips half opened 
was also somewhat 
unconventional.

The image was 
well known, having 
later appeared as 
an engraving by the 
Comte de Paroy (it 
was also reproduced 
in various other 
media). Estimated at 
$500,000-700,000, 
the pastel sold at 
$500,000 (£393,700) 
– the second-highest 
auction price for a Le 
Brun work on paper 

other than the above-mentioned 
self-portrait.

Le Brun link
Intriguingly, another major 
competition came for an oil 
on canvas portrait which was 
catalogued as ‘Circle of’ Le 
Brun and appeared separately at 
Sotheby’s Master Paintings Part II 
sale the following day. Depicting 
the artist herself, it seems at 
least two bidders believed it was 
an autograph self-portrait and 
took it to a �nal hammer price of 
$310,000 (£244,095).

Overall, the works on paper 
at Sotheby’s performed well with 
the Baillio sale generating $6.3m 
(£4.96m) including premium 
(against a $4m high estimate) with 
35 of the 41 lots sold (85%). Added 
to the mixed-owner Old Master 
drawings sales, the combined  
$10.8m (£8.5m) was the highest 
total in this category at the auction 
house in four years.

Strong bidding
Meanwhile, at Christie’s Old 
Master & British Drawings 
sale on February 1, a number of 
lots drew strong bidding which 
helped the sale perform markedly 
better than the paintings sales. 
The $3.86m (£3.04m) hammer 

total fell comfortably within the 
auction’s combined estimate of 
$2.86m-4.35m from the 176 lots 
(86% of which sold).

The top price came for an 
important portrait by Sir Anthony 
van Dyck (1599-1641) that 
broke the four-decade record 
for a drawing by the artist when 
it surpassed a $800,000-1.2m 
estimate and was knocked down at 
$1.7m (£1.34m).

The work depicting the 
printmaker Willem Hondius (the 
son of the Dutch publisher and 
engraver Hendrick Hondius) 
had been unlocated since it was 
acquired by a private collector in 
Stockholm in the 1970-80s, the 
father of the current vendor. While 
prints of the work existed, the 
drawing itself had been unseen in 
public for centuries.

Its re-emergence meant it 
represented the last-known 
drawing in private hands from 
van Dyck’s ‘Iconographie’ group 
of studies (depictions of notable 
�gures which became a famous 
series of engravings). 

Christie’s catalogue stated that 
the reappearance of the 8½ x 6½ 
in (22 x 17cm) black chalk, wash, 
pen and ink study, heightened with 
white, marked a “major addition to 
the work of one of the great masters 
of the Baroque… and a truly rare 
opportunity to acquire a Flemish 
17th-century drawing of the �nest 
quality”.

The previous record for a van

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Dyck drawing came for another 
study for the same ‘Iconographie’ 
series, the portrait of Hendrick 
van Balen which Christie’s sold 
in London on behalf of the Duke 
of Devonshire in 1984. That sheet 
fetched £585,000 and was bought 
by Getty Museum in Los Angeles.

With another opportunity to 
acquire an original work from the 
series likely to emerge anytime 
soon, bidders were clearly 
prepared to go to some lengths to 
secure this example.

Christie’s international head 
of Old Master drawings Stijn 
Alsteens said: “The sale of van 
Dyck’s portrait of Hondius 
continues Christie’s good fortune 
with this artist, and shows once 
again that exceptional works can 
do better than ever.”

He added: “As a whole, 
the number of participants at 
the auction, the sell-through 
rate achieved, and the prices 
obtained, con�rm that drawings 
of all schools and at all price 
levels attract strong interest 
from private collections, public 
institutions and the trade.”

Among the Italian drawings in 
demand was a double-sided sheet 
of �gures by Francesco de’ Rossi 
(1510-63), an artist more widely 
known as Francesco Salviati.

The nude studies of male 
�gures (one seen from the back 
and the other in pro�le) were 
seemingly not related to any of 
the known painted compositions 
by Salviati but, even so, they were 
admired for their draftsmanship 
with their incisive line and 
curvilinear hatching. They were 
described by Christie’s as “a 
powerful testament to Florentine 

Mannerism”.
While any 

drawing by 
Salviati is rare at 
auction, another 
double-sided 
sheet by Salviati 
also showing 
nudes with 
strong sculptural 
qualities 
was gifted to 
New York’s 
Metropolitan 
Museum of 

Art in 2021. The current sheet 
came from a deceased estate in 
Washington, DC, and the 16½ x 
10½in (43 x 28cm) black chalk, 
pen and brown ink studies were 
in good overall condition despite 
some minor tears, loss and signs 
of old restoration.

Against a $300,000-500,000 
estimate, the lot sold at $420,000 
(£330,710).

Robert range
Both Sotheby’s and Christie’s 
o¡ered notable works on paper 
by French artist Hubert Robert 
(1733-1808) at the latest Old 
Master auction series in New 
York.

A rare surviving example of a 
work he produced while in prison 
during the Revolution appeared 
at Sotheby’s sale of works from 
the Joseph Baillio collection on 
January 31.

Having been arrested in 
October 1793 (Robert had 
been under suspicion for 
his aristocratic connections 
having been patronised by 
leading members of the court 
at Versailles, but was charged 
with failing to renew his citizen’s 
card), he spent three months at 
the convent of Sainte-Pélagie 
before he was transferred to the 
seminary of Saint-Lazare. He 
was eventually released in August 
1794 just days after Robespierre’s 
execution.

During his time in prison, 
it seems he was allowed to 
continued to draw and paint, 
especially on ceramic dinner 
plates which he sold at low cost 
including to other internees.

A few examples of these 

‘terre de pipe’ or pipe-clay dishes 
have survived and a handful have 
emerged at auction over the last 20 
years. Baillio had purchased this 7in 
(18cm) diameter plate for $60,000 
(£42,095) at Sotheby’s New York in 
2018.

It depicted the interior of the 
Grotto of Posillipo near Naples 
– Robert had almost certainly 
executed it from memory having 
�rst depicted the scene in an oil 
painting back in the 1760s.

A remarkable work which 
was described in the catalogue 
as ‘hauntingly beautiful’, it was 
estimated at $60,000-80,000 
but sold at $150,000 (£118,110) – 
a record for one Robert’s ‘terre 
de pipe’ at auction according to 
Artprice.com.

Meanwhile a Robert capriccio 
was among a number of French 
works on paper that also brought a 
decent contest at Christie’s.

The 2ft 7in x 2ft 3in (78 x 69cm) 
black chalk, pen and black ink 
and watercolour (executed on two 
joined sheets of paper) depicted 

a vast Roman-style colonnaded 
building with the roof partly open 
to the sky. It was in fact making a 
reappearance in the same rooms 
where it sold for $140,000 (£85,484) 
in 2000.

An atmospheric sketch from 
an important series of works on 
this subject, it was always likely to 
attract interest, especially being 
o¡ered without reserve. Selling at 
$110,000 (£86,615), it fetched less 
than the price made 24 years ago but 
tipped over the $70,000-100,000 
high estimate.

Feminist �ghts for women’s rights
Actress cheated by the Prince of Wales turned to a campaign based on ‘injustice of mental subordination’

An exceptionally rare �rst edition 
of an early feminist text sold for 
£16,000 at Lyon & Turnbull’s 
(26/25/20% buyer’s premium)
Rare Books, Manuscripts, Maps & 
Photographs auction.

In A Letter to the Women of England 
on the injustice of Mental Subordination
published in 1799, Mary Robinson 
argues for the intellectual liberation 
of women: “Is not woman a human 
being, gifted with all the feelings that 
inhabit the bosom of man?” 

Robinson, later called ‘the English 
Sappho’, was all too familiar with 
the patriarchal constraints of her 
era. As an actress, she had caught 
the attention of the Prince of Wales, 
future George IV, and agreed 
an o�er of £20,000 to become 
his mistress. After spoiling her 
reputation and ending her career in 
theatre, he then refused to pay the 
promised amount. 

In this �rst edition she wrote 
under the pseudonym Anne Frances 
Randall. In the second edition, 
Robinson used her own name and 
placed an advertisement at the start 
revealing her identity.

This �rst edition, one of only 
�ve known copies, was sold in its 
contemporary quarter calf (the front 
cover now detached) well above its 
£300-500 guide on February 7.

Stevenson selection
A group of material from the 
Stevenson family – designers across 
four generations of many of the UK’s 
lighthouses – provided the sale with a 
specialist focus.

Robert Stevenson (1772-1850), 
the grandfather of Treasure Island
author Robert Louis Stevenson, 
built 19 lighthouses in a remarkable 
career that began with the erection 
of the Little Cumbrae lighthouse in 
Ayrshire at just 19.

His masterpiece was the Bell Rock 
Lighthouse constructed o� the coast 
of Arbroath between 1807-10 that is 
the oldest working rock lighthouse in 
the UK.

Through 28 hand-drawn and 
coloured illustrations, a manuscript 
titled Signals from the Bell Rock 
Lighthouse to the Arbroath Signal Tower
demonstrates the workings of its 
communication system.

The main methods of signalling 

by Roland Arkell

were via coloured ¤ags and large 
copper balls that were raised 
to indicate all was well. It was 
estimated at £1200-1800 but sold at 
£5500. 

As be�tting a family of Scottish 
civil engineers, the works of architect 
Robert Adam were prominent in the 
Stevenson family library.

A �rst edition of one of Adam’s 
most in¤uential books, his 1764 Ruins 
of the Palace of the Emperor Diocletian 
at Spalatro in Dalmatia including 61 
numbered engraved plates sold at 
£4400 (estimate £3000-5000).

David Alan Stevenson (1891-
1971) was the last of the Stevenson 
lighthouse engineers – and a keen 

collector of rare maps and atlases 
from the 1920s. His library included 
copies of a number of the great 
16th and 17th century productions 
including the �rst Latin edition of 
Sebastian Münster’s Cosmographiae 
Universalis (1572) and a 1653 printing 
of the �rst volume of the Novus Atlas, 
sive Theatrum Orbis Terrarum by Jan 
Janssonius. Both carrying guides of 
£3000-5000, they sold at £9000 
and £7000 respectively. 

Sporting debuts
Sold at £6500 (estimate £3000-
5000) was a November 1566 
second issue copy of The Actis and 
Constitutionnis of the Realme of Scotland, 

the �rst collected edition of all public 
Scottish acts of parliament since 
1424.

Commissioned by Mary Queen of 
Scots in a year of crisis, a �rst edition 
was printed in October 1566 with 
a second issue rushed out a month 
later with several pieces of anti-
Protestant legislation removed. 

The ‘Black Acts’, as they became 
known on account of the gothic 
typeface, are remarkable for a reason 
unintended by the compilers. They 
contain the �rst printed references 
to golf and football in a succession of 
acts intended to prevent Scots from 
neglecting their military duties.

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A printing of George 
Washington’s 1795 
Thanksgiving Day 
proclamation sold way 
above hopes at Sarasota 
Estate Auction (23% buyer’s 
premium) in Florida. 

Quite di�erent from the 
national holiday at harvest 
time, Washington’s second 
Thanksgiving Proclamation 
proposed a day of celebration on 
February 19, 1795, after the end 
of the Whiskey Rebellion.

The potential schism caused by a violent protest against the whiskey 
tax imposed in 1791 to pay down the war debt had been quashed 
without great bloodshed. 

This proclamation was published in Gazette of the United States and 
Daily Evening Advertiser (Philadelphia) and other newspapers on January 
1, 1795, and it also was issued in several guises as a broadside by the 
short-lived Secretary of State Edmund Randolf, whose name appears 
to the very foot of the text. 

This 14 x 12in (35.5 x 30.5cm) copy, with some tearing to the folds, 
had been sent through the mail to Rev Joseph Gosse of Sutton in 
Worcester County, MA, with remnants of a red candle wax seal still 
visible on the envelope.

Estimated at $300-600 on January 20-21, it hammered for $37,000 
(£29,300).

inscriptions, this copy in 18th 
century sprinkled calf was previously 
owned by Alexander Boswell, a 
leading judge, later remembered 
by Sir Walter Scott as “an able 
lawyer, a good scholar, after the 
manner of Scotland, and … a strict 
presbyterian and whig of the old 
Scottish cast”. He was the father of 
James Boswell. Acquired by him in 
Edinburgh in 1730, it is bound with 
20 leaves of manuscript excerpts 
from Scottish parliamentary records 
made at his behest by fellow whig 
lawyer and future director of the 
Bank of Scotland Alexander Tait 
(d.1781). This copy was previously 
sold at Sotheby’s in August 1941, the 
relevant leaf from the sale catalogue 
included with the lot.

Danish match
A letter penned on September 28, 
1589, by James VI of Scotland (the 
future James I of England) seeking 
news on the progress of his marriage 
to Anne of Denmark sold at £4800 
(estimate £3000-5000).

Letters entirely in James’ hand 
are very rare with this one written 

in broad Scots to George Keith, 4th 
Earl Marischal, the magnate charged 
with securing the Danish match.

In its seven lines he references 
“the contrairiousness of the windes” 
– the recurrent storms preventing the 
embassy’s return to Scotland which 
he would later become convinced 
were the work of a treasonous coven 
of witches. ■
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Magic from a very di�erent Potter
Richard Potter (1783-1835) is 
considered the �rst successful 
stage magician born in the US and 
African-American celebrity, writes 
Roland Arkell.

Church records from Hopkinton, 
Massachusetts, list his father as 
George Simpson and his mother 
as Dinah, who was a slave on the 
Frankland estate. 

Potter went to England to learn 
his act in c.1798 and returned to tour 
the East Coast of the US about three 
years later.

Alexander Historical Auctions’ 
(23% buyer’s premium) January 
18-19 sale in Chesapeake City, 
Maryland, included a rare undated 
8 x 13in (20 x 32cm) broadside 
advertising a Potter show.

His act included 100 Curious But 
Mysterious Experiments with Eggs, 
Money, Fruit, Boxes etc including 
The Enchanted Egg ‘that dances a 
hornpipe with all the appearance of 
life’. Potter ended his show with a 
ventriloquist act, which has ‘...never 
failed of exciting the surprise of the 
learned and well informed’.

Estimated at $140-200, the well-
preserved broadside hammered for 
$4500 (£3560).

4rSPMfiG GLrSRMGPer
Staying with a theme of ‘Potter and 
magic’, Potter & Potter’s upcoming 
auction on February 24 in Chicago 
features lots from an important 
British �gure in that world.

The Collection of Edwin A 
Dawes, Part I Sale includes 448 lots 
of magic-related lithographs, books, 
broadsides and apparatus from the 
17th century to the present day.

Yorkshire-born Dawes (1925-
2023) is described by the auction 
house as “the most proli�c chronicler 
of conjuring history in the 20th 

century”. A biochemist by profession 
(he established the Biochemistry 
Department at the University of 
Hull), he was also an internationally 
recognised authority on the history 
of magic. 

The highest-estimated lot is 
Hocus Pocus Junior. The Anatomy of 
Legerdemain. Or, The Art of Juggling 
set forth in proper Colours, guided at 
$10,000-15,000.

This tome was printed in London 

by G Dawson in 1663, and is noted 
as the sixth edition, “with many 
additions”.

It features 32 unnumbered 
leaves, a woodcut frontispiece, and 
woodcuts in the text.

This is only one of two known 
examples of this exact edition, says 
Potter & Potter, and was purchased 
by Dr Dawes at a Sotheby’s auction 
in 1979.

Gabe Fajuri, president at Potter 

&ePS[ rMgLX� shown here is The New London Conjuror; or, Art of 
Legerdemain. Shewing the Various Ways of Performing Tricks by 
Slight of Hand, Together with Many Surprising Deceptions, which is 
estimated at ������������ at Potter & Potter.

In 
the end, none of the mail was saved, and all of the clerks 
perished.

Woody’s body was recovered several days later, with a 
number of these Brooklyn, NY facing slips in his pockets.

A scarce prototype edition of the Quotations of Chairman 
Mao Tse-Tung, the famous Little Red Book, comes for sale 
in London this month.

It forms part of a one of the world’s largest and best 
private collections of Cultural Revolution artefacts that will 
be sold by Chiswick Auctions as part of the February 29 
sale of Chinese Revolutionary Art & Literature.

The early imprint of Mao’s Little Red Book was produced 
in %uKust ����� soQe �0 Qonths Fefore the oƾcial &eiNinK 
version was released in May 1964. Compiled and printed by 
in the Shenyang Military Region, it numbers 156pp rather 
than 250pp and lacks the engraved portrait of the Chairman 
or the slogan Worker of the world, Unite! that became 

inteKral to the finisheH eHition. -t incluHes Uuotation te\ts 
by Mao from as early as 1937 into the 1940s. 

A book never previously seen at auction, it is offered at 
this west London sale in its original white paper wrappers 
with a guide of £30,000-35,000.

I’m all wrapped up in my passion
Robert Opie, consumer historian and 
collector, has been saving “evidence 
of the branded world” since he was 
16. After a career in market research 
he opened the Museum of Advertising 
and Packaging in Gloucester which 
moved to London in 2002 and became 
a charity: it is now Museum of Brands 
in Notting Hill. He has also curated 
exhibitions at other museums including 
the V&A. He has produced many books 
as well as a documentary on ‘throwaway 
history’. Here Opie tells ATG about his 
passion.

ATG: How and when did you get the 
collecting bug?
Robert Opie: For many the collecting 
bug begins in childhood. It did for 
me – stamps, coins, stones and 
Lesney Matchbox diecast vehicles. 
The di�erence was that the family 
home I grew up in was a bit like a 
museum, the rooms were lined with 
books and old toys were displayed 
in cabinets. My parents were the 
folklorists Iona and Peter Opie. My 
apprenticeship in collecting had 
a guiding hand. For example, my 
father suggested that the boxes the 
Lesney models came in should each 
be dated and priced.

It was all fun. However, I felt 
that there should be a point and a 
purpose to what I was saving. I was 
never going to have a better stamp 
collection than thousands of other 
enthusiasts. So I moved my interest 
in philately to postal stationery and 
joined the Royal Philatelic Society. 
(Later, I gave them a talk called A 
Load of Rubbish, which compared 
postage stamps to the many varieties 
of Heinz baked bean can labels.) 
Even so, this didn’t cure my desire 
to �nd a subject where I could be a 
pioneer. 

2

it should be possible to �nd earlier 
examples. In 1969 I had heard that 
the Round Pond in Kensington 
Gardens was being drained for the 
�rst time since the 1930s. I went to 
have a look. To my astonishment 
there were some old milk bottles in 
the mud �ats. 

I gathered together six examples. 
Now the search was on to see where 
else I could �nd our throwaway 
history – places like Portobello Road 
market and general antiques shops 
perhaps – and there it was, potted 
meat paste jars, tobacco tins and 
boxes of starch powder with early 
brands like Ovaltine, Quaker Oats 
and Fry’s chocolate, Rowntree’s 
cocoa, Hudson’s soap and Oxydol.

How did you develop the collection?
I was now going to attempt to �t the 
pieces together like some giant jigsaw 
puzzle. Some items had survived 
because they could be dug up, and 
others (such as tins) because they 
made useful containers. However, 
paper labels and cardboard wrappers 
were less abundant... but surely, 
I thought, some of the millions 
produced must have survived. 
Fortunately for me, there appeared 

to be enough material to create an 
interesting display. 

How did your exhibition at the V&A 
come about?
I approached the museum. They 
could see its potential and let me 
design and curate an exhibition. I 
had two years to plan it. Called The 
Pack Age, a hundred years of wrapping it 
up, nearly 3000 items were carefully 
�tted into one gallery, opening at the 
end of 1975 for seven weeks. At 28, I 
was the youngest person to hold their 
own exhibition at the V&A.

I felt that it was going to be a 
success; it just turned out far better 
than I was expecting. I was given a 
tiny o�ce and a telephone to drum 
up publicity.

I phoned Noel Edmonds who I 
knew from my marketing/PR days, 
and he gave me a couple of plugs on 
his morning radio show. It all helped. 
The Times covered it three times. 
Keith Waterhouse writing in the 
Daily Mirror exclaimed: “For me, it 
was like standing on the three-legged 
stool and peering into the pantry 
cupboard of my childhood home in 
the Thirties.” The exhibition was a 
turning point. It proved to me that 

Suddenly it came to me that the 
answer was all around me. Packaging! 
Nobody seemed that interested in 
keeping a record of it. Yet it was 
transforming the way we lived, and 
the evidence was being literally 
thrown away. Just like stamps, there 
were new products coming out all the 
time. 

That realisation came to me when 
I was 16 years old. I was hooked. 
I was now saving history – cereal 
boxes and yogurt containers, biscuit 
wrappers and tea packets, squash 
bottles and soap powder cartons. 
Trips to the local newsagent meant 
asking the shopkeeper to save me the 
confectionery display material from 
the window.

How did this develop?
It was a few years later that I realised

there was an appetite for this type of 
nostalgia. 

Some 80,000 visitors found 
themselves talking to strangers, 
inspired by the sight of a Woodbine 
cigarette pack or a Lyons individual 
fruit pie carton, and friends 
discovered treasured memories 
when seeing a bar of Fry’s 5 Centre 
chocolate. It’s amazing how just 
a packet of Spangles can ignite a 
thousand memories. Even the V&A’s 
attendants were animated. 

What happened next? 
The next step in my journey was to 
open the Museum of Advertising and 
Packaging which happened in 1984 
in Gloucester. By now I had given up 
my 16-year career in market research. 
Thankfully it was still possible to 
gain media attention, and over the 
years I have contributed to 300 
television programmes and appeared 
in seven colour supplement features. 

The next thing I wanted to tackle 
was writing a book or two. My �rst 
was Rule Britannia – Trading on the 
British Image published in 1985.

More were to follow, and then the 
beginning of a series of 10 scrapbooks 
covering the Victorian era and 

then each decade through to the 
1970s. Over a thousand images were 
contained in every book.

How has your collection expanded?
My collection was now extending 
into most aspects of the consumer 
revolution – entertainment, travel, 
leisure, sport, fashion, technology, 
music sheets, postcards, photographs, 
royal events, magazines, comics, 
toys and games, and all manner 
of advertisements. The scope was 
endless. 

The jigsaw puzzle was now 
beginning to take shape, and it was 
possible to see Britain’s remarkable 
evolution over the past 300 years.

How many items are now in your 
collection?
I may have 500,000 items, but I 
wouldn’t recommend anyone to study 
such a wide subject. The answer is to 
focus on something that has a point 
and that you can be enthusiastic 
about. 

How do you describe your collecting 
habit?
Some may think I have an obsession. 
No, I’m passionate. 

How have you continued to spread the 
word about your collection?
I created a two-hour documentary 
DVD In Search of Our Throwaway 
History with 3500 items.

In my latest book The Graphic 
Design Sourcebook, the emphasis is on 
200 years of everyday commercial 
art. Here are images that should 
inspire designers, and like me, 
stimulate the love for illustrated 
art. Among the 2000 images in 
this book, you will �nd things that I 
picked out of the litter bins of Britain 
in the 1960s.

Appearing on TV has helped 
me to spread the word that 
understanding the consumer 
revolution is important. After all, 
we are all still living in it. Perhaps 
the highlight came in 1989 when I 
showed the queen around a 1910s 
grocer’s shop which I had set up as 
part of the centenary for the Ministry 
of Agriculture, Fisheries and Food.

Are you still collecting? 
Today, I continue to save 
contemporary examples of branded 
products. Many will have made 
changes to their designs, others will 
be new varieties, such as Bisto’s 

pigs in blankets �avour, Walker’s 
Christmas pudding �avour crisps, 
or McVitie’s Ja�aween cake bars for 
Halloween.

Little wonder that I spend so much 
time in supermarkets.

But having just found a limited 
edition can of Fanta strawberry and 
cheesecake �avour, I’m wondering 
whether it’s time for me to give up 
collecting. Answers on a postcard 
please.

Moves include vote of con�dence 
for both Mayfair and St James’s
Latest relocations show grounds for optimism that traditional dealing hubs of London are not in danger

Across Piccadilly, the �nal 

dealer vacated the former artistic 
community of Georgian House in St 
James’s last year (ATG No 2546) and 
modern art gallery The Nine British 
Art recently announced that it is 
relocating from Bury Street (ATG No 
2629), St James’s, to Pall Mall.

So, the news of dealers counting the 
area as home is heartening. Among 
them is silver specialist Koopman 
Rare Art, which relocated from the 
Silver Vaults in Chancery Lane to 
Dover Street, Mayfair, in 2021 (ATG
No 2500).

Others, such as Rupert Maas, 
have made the jump from Mayfair 
to St James’s where, thanks to the 
absence of major high net worth 
companies, rents can be more 
a�ordable (ATG No 2480). 

Staying out
When its historic home was 
scheduled for redevelopment, 
Sotheran’s Rare Books decided to 
stick to Mayfair and plans to open 

Recent gallery moves by London 
antiques dealers include a historic 
trio committing – or recommitting – 
to Mayfair and St James’s, showing 
that the area is still key to the trade.

Running north and south of 
Piccadilly respectively in London’s 
West End, the twin neighbourhoods 
are among the most a�uent and 
expensive in the world and, despite 
many changes over the years, 
continue to be a hub for buying and 
selling art. 

Among those moving to the area 
is Marchant, the Chinese ceramics 
and works of art specialist which 
has been at 120 Kensington Church 
Street since 1952. Its shift to an as-yet 
undisclosed location in Mayfair next 
year coincides with its centenary, 
also marked by an exhibition and the 
publication of a limited-edition book 
on the �rm’s history. 

According to CEO Stuart 
Marchant, the new gallery is set to 
be more convenient to its clients, 
and there is a hope that the move 
will introduce the company to new 
collectors too.

It was for a similar reason the 
company came to Kensington 
Church Street, itself a hub for art 
and antiques, in the �rst place. The 
road’s antiques trade was booming 
with many fellow traders operating.

Prior to the 1950s Marchant was 
based on Duke Street, St James’s, 
and before the Second World War on 
Cursitor Street o� Chancery Lane. 

Though Kensington Church Street 
is still a destination for antiques 
buyers, with more than 30 dealers 
listed as members of the local 
dealers’ association, for Marchant 
Mayfair is now a better �t. 

The new premises is a Georgian-
style townhouse and the �rm 
will spread over �ve �oors plus a 
basement. During this year, the 
property will undergo extensive 
refurbishment to make it �t for 
purpose and the �rm will continue to 
trade from its current location. 

Richard Marchant, life president, 
said: “Kensington Church Street 
has been our cherished home for 

over 70 years, and we will forever 
appreciate the memories forged 
within these walls. This move is not 
merely a change of address; it is a 
bold declaration of our enduring 
commitment to excellence and 
a promise to present the �nest 
Chinese art in a location that is both 
historically signi�cant and at the 
forefront of contemporary culture.”

Out with the old
At a glance, it might not seem 
that Mayfair and St James’s are in 
need of a boost when it comes to 
the trade. The presence of major 
historic galleries dotted along Duke 
Street and Bond Street is enhanced 

annually by events such as London 
Art Week (now spread across London 
but originally based in the linked 
regions) and Mayfair Art Weekend.

However, for years there has 
been anxiety from dealers that 
traditional businesses are being 
gradually pushed out to be replaced 
by Contemporary galleries or – 
worse – luxury brands. One hammer 
blow came in 2018 when Fine Art 
Society (FAS) left its Bond Street 
home after 142 years to be replaced 
by Contemporary giant Halcyon 
Gallery. 

At the time, FAS owner Tony 
Pontone told ATG: “In Mayfair 
landlords appear to be after the 
highest rent they can get and it is 
becoming a place just for high-end 
fashion retailers.”

FAS moved to Carnaby Street, but 
last October that location closed too. 
It continues to trade online and from 
its Edinburgh gallery. 

Richard Green recently 
announced it was subletting one of 
its Bond Street premises to a French 
fashion �rm, though it continues to 
trade from its premises across the 
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its new premises at 18 Upper Brook 
Street on April 1. It currently trades 
from 2-5 Sackville Street, farther 
south. 

Though the �rm is no stranger to 
relocating, it has been a while since 
its last move. Founded in York in 
1761, it moved to London in 1813. It 
subsequently moved another 16 times 
before settling in Sackville Street 
in 1936. “At the time, the building 
was brand new, and we were its �rst 
tenants,” says the gallery’s Rebekah 
Cron.

There Sotheran’s survived the 
Second World War, despite being hit 
by a bomb which destroyed most of 
its archives. 

“Moving is not new to us, and our 
iconic �oor-to-ceiling bookshelves 
are coming with us,” Cron adds.

The new shop includes a library 
and o¥ce room and a large events 
space where there are plans to hold 
receptions and exhibitions. 

Meanwhile, for jewellery dealer 
Hancocks London, a shift from 
Mayfair to St James’s means more 
space. It launched in Mayfair in 
1849, trading from the corner of 

Bond Street and Bruton Street before 
moving to 52-53 Burlington Arcade 
in 1997. Now it is crossing Piccadilly 
to 62 St James’s Street, a �ve-�oor 
townhouse where three �oors are to 
be dedicated to jewellery. 

Managing director Guy Burton 
says: “Our collection will soon have 
the space it truly deserves. We are 
also going to be able to create a far 
more personal experience where 
space to explore at leisure and also 
privacy are key. We really wanted 
to bring us back to the House 
of Hancock. We are not purely 
retailing, we manufacture and 
create.”

As with Marchant, Burton is keen 
to point out that the move is focused 
on client experience. “We wanted 
to be able to create and experience 
more luxurious and be�tting our 
collection and our amazing past, 
which was really only possible in a 
much larger premises,” he says. 

Hancocks plans to open its new 
home later this year.

Peppiatt was joined in New York 
by fellow UK dealer Will Elliott of 
Colnaghi Elliott, who also praised 
the new running of the event. 

He said: “MDNY 2024 was a step

His sales included three works at

Questionsfive

1   How did you get your start?
My family has been involved in the antiques 
trade for years. My gramps, aunt, my uncle, 
my dad – it’s been a family passion for 100 
years or so. When I was 12 years old, I had 
a stroke and lost movement in my left side. 
During and after this, family became even 
more important to me, and I owe everything to 
them. Then about three years ago I decided I 
wanted to get into the business side of things. 
My idea was to run it largely online (Covid was 
still quite active) and it was a bit of a surprise 
for some of the other members of the family, 
but it’s worked out. I focus predominantly on 
Georgian and Victorian furniture: chests of 
drawers, side tables, chairs and home décor.

2   Where did you set up shop?
I have a unit in Blockley in the Cotswolds. 
My gramps took it on around 50 or 60 
years ago. He gave it to my uncle to use 

for his restoration business – he now does 
restoration work for me – and now I run 
the shop from it. My dad is next door. His 
main business is pine stripping, making and 
restoring furniture.

3   Do you have a collection in your house?
My girlfriend and I are looking to buy a place 
next year so there are a few pieces that I’m 
setting aside. There’s this 17th century side 
table that looks like a farmer, who knew a bit 
about carpentry, knocked together all those 
years ago. My brother makes lamps, and one 
of those will go on top of it.

4   What is one thing you could not do 
without?
My family. Although I own the business, 
they’ve helped so much: my dad who is my 
best friend, my mum who is my biggest 
supporter, my girlfriend Georgia who is always 
cheering me on, my siblings Edward and 
Winnie who are always there to lean on, my 
uncle Simon who is always giving his best 
in every piece he restores, and my granny 
and gramps who have been next to me every 
step of the way and are a huge part of the 
business. That’s why I’ve called it Taylors 
Direct rather than Taylor Direct. I do it for 
them and they do it for me.

Real ale – I’m a country boy.

Charles X at nearly 10 times guide
Portrait of monarch impresses as château of the Comtes de Marcellus delivers treasures to auction

The headline entry of the Paris 
auction featuring the collection and 
library of the Comtes de Marcellus 
from the eponymous Château 
Marcellus was the plaster cast of the 
statue of Venus de Milo pre-empted 
by the Louvre at €44,000 (£37,605), 
as reported in ATG No 2628.

That �gure was within the 
estimate of €40,000-60,000 
on January 24 in the sale titled 
Souvenirs Historiques held by 
Artcurial (26/20/14.5% buyer’s 
premium), but making much more 
than the €2000-3000 predicted 
was another of the souvenirs of the 
property near Bordeaux.

A 19th century portrait of the 
French Restoration monarch 
Charles X (1757-1836) shown in his 
coronation costume was dated to 
c.1825 and catalogued as workshop 
of Baron Gérard, the pupil of David 
who was famous for his portraits of 
the rich and famous.

It was a large oval work in oil on

the original canvas measuring 2ft 9in 
x 2ft 4in (85 x 71.5cm) and was in a 
period giltwood frame applied with 
the presentation inscription Donné 
par le Roi au Vicomte de Marcellus, 
Ministre Plénipotentiaire à Lucques, 1826. 

The portrait was hammered down 
at €29,000 (£24,785). 

Another of the day’s top lots, 

selling for €20,000 (£17,095) against 
a guide of €4000-6000, was a 
Restoration period Sèvres hard paste 
porcelain cabaret service with a blue 
lapis ground decorated in gold with 
the crowned initials of Charles X.

It was presented by the royal 
household to Viscount Lodois de 
Marcellus when French embassy

Moyez and Catherine Godin. ■

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A faience dinner service that belonged to the 
famous French novelist George Sand sold for 
€7000 (£5980) at the Rouillac (24% buyer’s 
premium inc tax) auction on February 10.

The 19th century service, which was made 
from French faience in the Faïencerie La Villa, 
Bonnétable in Sarthe and decorated with 
baskets of �owers, comprised 63 pieces, mostly 
plates in various sizes, along with a salad bowl, 
vegetable tureens, two large platters for hors 
d’oeuvres and two square bowls. 

Sand (1804-76), a hugely popular novelist in 
her day, went to live in the village of Nohant 
with her grandmother at the age of four.

On her grandmother’s death she inherited 
the 18th century house which was frequented 
by many famous artists and writers in her circle 
such as Eugène Delacroix, Honoré de Balzac, 
Gustave Flaubert, Théophile Gautier and the 
musician Frédéric Chopin, with whom she had 
a relationship.

The service had come from Sand’s house 

at Nohant and was acquired in 1977 by a 
collector based in Tours from Christiane 
Sand, artist and successor to George Sand 
and curator of the George Sand Museum in 
nearby La Châtre. 

Estimated at €1000-1500 in the Tours 
saleroom, it generated sti� competition on the 
day from collectors across France and further 
a�eld – including Poland – and was �nally 
secured by a Parisian collector against a bidder 
from Luxembourg.

Dinner service belonged to famous French novelist Sand
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This framed set of 15 illuminated leaves painted in gouache on parchment are to 
be offered by Deloys/Ivoire Angers on February 28 estimated at €50,000-70,000.

Each leaf measures 3½ x 2¾in (9 x 7cm) and depicts a scene from the Passion 
of Christ painted in gold heightened gouache with text to the reverse. They are 
dated to the early 16th century, c.1500, and ascribed on a stylistic basis to the Val 
de Loire school. The two masters of illumination in this region at this time were 
Jean Fouquet and Jean Poyer, although the Cabinet Turquin, the sale expert for 
this lot, has suggested that other artists who followed the models of these two 
painters could have produced these pages. 

The 15 leaves have been mounted in a gilt frame, probably in the late 19th or 
early 20th century in three rows of five.

The Barbier-Mueller family is well known 
as a collecting dynasty, especially for its 
ethnographic art.

The collecting odyssey was started 
by Joseph Mueller (1887-1977) and 
eRGoQpassed fiRe arX iRGludiRg QoderR 
paintings as well as antiquities and tribal 
arX� Xhe laXXer field FeiRg oRe [here he 
was among the earliest collectors.

He made his ethnographic purchases 
from leading Parisian dealers of the time 
such as Ernst Ascher, Charles Ratton, 
Antony Moris and Pierre Vérité and 
between 1936 and 1940 meticulously 
recorded his purchases in black 
notebooks. 

After Joseph’s death his son-in-law 
Jean Paul Barbier-Mueller (1930-2016), 
a bibliophile collector in his own right, 
and his daughter Monique (1929-2019) 
went on to expand the ethnographic 
elements of the collection. They focused 
particularly on Oceanic and south-east 
Asian art and in 1977 founded the Barbier-
Mueller museum in Geneva.

On March 6 Christie’s Paris rooms 
holds a sale that draws on the 
acquisitions of all three collectors in a

Auction Reports Hammer highlights

If the name of Sandon is synonymous 
with Worcester, it perhaps came as 
no surprise that it was a 1921 Royal 
Worcester vase that achieved the 
highest price in Chorley’s (22.5% 
buyer’s premium) on April 18.

Decorated with a red deer stag 
in the snow in 1921 by Harry Davis 
(1885-1970), a painter Sandon 
befriended in his later years, it sold 
for £3000 to a private buyer in the 
room for the Henry Sandon Study 
Collection sale, against an estimate 
of £800-1200. 

The private collection of the much-
loved BBC Antiques Roadshow expert, 
author, lecturer and Worcester 
a�cionado proved a great draw to the 
Gloucestershire saleroom.

In these days of remote bidding, 
the 1000-plus pieces o�ered in 279 
lots attracted a packed saleroom 
including a generous helping of 
members of the Ceramics Circle.

The sale exceeded the auction 
house’s modest expectations, fetching 
over double its pre-sale estimate with 
only 23 of the 279 lots left unsold. 

Seen as a whole 
Sandon, now 94, was keen that 
buyers might peruse his collection as 
a whole.

“Now that I’m older than most of 
the ceramics in my collection I am no 
longer able to pick up and hold and 
cherish every one of the hundreds of 
pieces I have lived with,” he quipped. 

Sandon began his career as an 
enthusiastic archaeologist. Digging 
up Roman and medieval pots in his 
garden next to Worcester Cathedral 
led him to local auctions and 
“antiques shops �lled with Worcester 
porcelain”.

The �rst 30 lots re�ected that 
interest in archaeology and antiquity.

A large quantity of 17th century 
delftware shards and various 
fragments including Roman pottery 
and glass was the favourite lot of 
auctioneer Simon Chorley, “with 
every piece telling a story”. 

Many of the delftware shards came 
from the pottery at Southwark’s 
Pickleherring Quay – swapped with 
friends and fellow collectors – and 
the remaining fragments excavated 
by Sandon himself. The market likes 
a story, and the lot sold for £600 
against an estimated £100-150.
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Study collections are amassed 
more for the pursuit of knowledge, as 
opposed to investment or show.

It was under the guidance of Jim 
Kiddell from Sotheby’s, Dr Bernard 
Watney and Geo�rey Godden that 
Sandon began to create his own 
private study collection.

“It didn’t matter that I could only 
a�ord damaged examples of the early 
pottery I coveted.

“I knew it was important to buy as 
much as I could and to hold and live 
with it.”

Viewed against Chorley’s 
occasionally ‘come-and-get-it’ 
estimates, there were a few surprises.

An attractive English delft

favourite pieces. The room shared 
his view on its charm, and the plate 
sold for £750 against an estimate of 
£100-150. 

Unpredictable market 
The market for jasperware can be 
unpredictable, but three late 18th 
century vases (one by Wedgwood, 
two by Adams, took £1200 despite 
cracks, chipping, glued repairs and a 
missing cover to one vase. 

In a similar vein, a Qing porcelain 
meiping with a sang-de-boeuf glaze 
streaked with turquoise and red sold 
to an internet buyer for £1700.

And hair cracks, chips and 
a troubled Russian art market 
notwithstanding, a Soviet 
revolutionary plate decorated with 
a townscape by Alexandra Balt sold 
to a British buyer for £1100. All had 
estimates of £100-200. 

In 1966, Sandon was appointed 
curator of the Dyson Perrins Museum 
at the Royal Worcester Factory, a 
position he held until 1982. 

A Royal Worcester plate by 
Harry Stinton (1883-1968) from a 
service commissioned for William 
Keith Kellogg – of breakfast cereal 
fame – featured a costly red �eld 
deliberately chosen to match the 
famous Kellogg logo. 

Kellogg ordered two sets of 25, 
painted by one of Worcester’s best 
artists. 

The plate, painted with a rural 
winter landscape, was a spare given 
to Sandon in reward for advice given 
when the service was sold in 1985. It 
achieved £2200 against an estimate 
of £1000-1400. 

Among the earlier pieces, a private 
collector secured the Worcester or 
Caughley triple salt or sweetmeat 
stand, c.1780, for £1600 (Estimate: 
£250-350). It has a hairline crack and 
scattered chipping.

Reference works
The 31 lots of studio pottery proved 
softer with 12 lots failing to sell, 
although a stoneware vase by 
Geo�rey Whiting made £500.

Still, a collection of studio pottery 
reference books fetched a generous 
£220 (estimate £50-100) as part of 
Sandon’s library sold as the auction 
came to a close. 

A collection of antiquarian 
books on the city of Worcester and 
its porcelain sold for £600 – an 
invaluable reference source for future 
generations.

As Sandon says: “It’s time for

Just for a change, some letters 
about the buyer’s premium...

May I be so bold as to suggest that 
the sole reason for the alteration is 
for the bene�t of the auction house 
not either the seller nor the buyer.

Irrespective of the justi�cation 
by the auction house, the decision 
will not alter the buyer’s ultimate 
decision on how much to bid for the 
item.

The buyer has always lowered 
their bid to allow for whatever is the 
premium at the time of the auction.

This lowers the amount the sellers 
will receive for the item they are 
disposing of.

It is a sad re�ection on the auction 
houses that when they introduced the 
buyer’s premium, they could not see 
what e�ect their decision would have 
for the sellers.

It is also illegal under UK law to 
have two Masters – a point made, if 
I recall correctly, by David Mason at 
the time of the BP introduction.

I so agree with my old friend David 
Mason [quoted in our story, News, 
ATG No 2630] and would also 
welcome the abolition of the buyer’s 
premium.

Years ago when the premium 
was �rst introduced I wrote (I was 
then a practising solicitor) to the 
press saying that it was wrong: the 

auctioneer is agent for the vendor 
not the purchaser. As a collector 
of many years, I admire what our 
auction houses do; I would admire 
them more if I did not have to pay 
a large premium, perhaps some 
administrative charges.

My view on buyer’s premium is 
that there is role here for Trading 
Standards. 

What other business is permitted 
to state a sale (hammer) price which 
is short in reality against what is 
invoiced?

The solution should be for the 
auctioneer to announce or display 
in real time what a buyer will 
actually pay, as is done already with 
currencies in the larger rooms and 
it’s not beyond the wit of auctioneers 
to make that simple calculation with 

the assistance of a pocket calculator.
It is particularly galling when an 

enticing cheap estimate hammer 
price is announced, quickly followed 
by a realised price for the same result 
eg £1000 net bid and opposed to, 
say, £1350 gross.

Doubtless similar views have been 
aired but I think it timely to reiterate 
the situation a buyer faces under 
present arrangements. 

Bring back the guinea I say!

Dealers and auctioneers react after Sotheby’s 
shock changes to both buyer’s and vendor’s fees

surprised. It strikes me as an 
aggressive move and I 
wondered what may have 
sparked it.

“I’ve always regarded the 
buyer’s premium as a slight of 
hand; it’s immoral to take from 
both sides – both buyer and 
seller. It’s a direct con�ict of 
interest. So I’m not sure I’d say 
this is a welcome move for 
buyers; I’d welcome the 
abolition of the premium in its 
entirety.”

Plenty of comments from 
dealers, col lectors and 

The surprise decision by 
Sotheby’s to cut its buyer’s 
premium and standardise its 
vendor fees sparked a wave of 
comments across the art and 
antiques trade.

Sotheby’s announced the 
change on February 1 (ATG No 
2629) which included it 
abandoning its current three-
tiered buyer’s premium 
structure and switching to a 
simpler two-tiered format. The 
new rates will be 20% on the 
hammer price up to $6m/£5m, 
and 10% of the hammer price 
above $6m/£5m.

Key changes for sellers 
includes the introduction of a 
uniform seller’s commission 
rate of 10% on the f irst 
$500,000/£500,000 of the 
hammer price per lot.

There will be no seller’s 
commission on the portion of 
the hammer price above 
$500,000/£500,000. 

Sellers of higher value 
consignments will not have to 
pay any commission at all 
where the low estimate is above 
$5m (£4.5m). When it is 
between $20m-50m/ £18m-
45m sellers will also receive 
40% of the buyer’s premium in 
addition to the hammer price. 
For lots estimated at above 
$50m/£45m the arrangement 
is ‘bespoke’.

The changes come into 
e�ect in May.

Rival auctioneers will be 

waiting to see how this move 
impacts vendors’ decisions on 
where to consign their top 
value lots in particular.

However, the reaction from 
the wider market, particularly 
bidders, generally welcomed 
the reduction in buyer’s 
premium.

‘Got a bit absurd’
Old Master dealer Johnny van 
Haeften told ATG: “I was a bit 
surprised by these changes but 
am of course pleased that there 
is not such a big discrepancy 
between the buyer’s premium 
and the seller’s charges.

“For so long the onus has 
been on the buyer who naturally 
factors in the premium when 
calculating their bid. It was 
getting a bit absurd, particularly 
when you add in the Overhead 
Premium, so the reduction is 
very welcome.

“Personally, I would hope 
that others will follow suit… but 
let’s see what happens.”

David L Mason, chairman 
of London gallery MacConnal-
Mason said: “I was very

said: “Finally! This bold move 
could be the start of a domino 
e�ect across the industry.”

US historian, collector and 
silver specialist listed as 
Hampton DeVille described it 
as “bold, unprecedented, and 
with many unknowns. I don’t 
think buyers will be 100% sold 
on ‘your money goes further’ 
strategy.”

He added: “Most collectors 

have a ©nal price in mind for a 
work which is always inclusive 
of buyer’s premium – it doesn’t 
matter if that BP is 0% or 30%. 
Since they’ll also charge a 2% 
performance fee if a lot sells for 
over the high estimate, does 
this mean the end of 
conservative estimates, which 
generally lead to more spirited 
bidding?”

Book specialist Tom Lintern Mole: “So, so 
impressive. Let’s hope other salerooms follow 
suit.”

Very strategic that they 
waited a month into the new year to announce 
it. I’m celebrating any move that makes auction 
houses more approachable and user friendly.”
Art Deco and Arts & Crafts dealership Design 
Gallery in Kent: “A major shift! How to capture 
the market for sure.”
Oak dealer Daniel Hadden: “Very refreshing. 
Now the provincial houses must be fretting as 
they can’t justify 35% without Bond Street rates 
to pay.”
Auctioneer David Elstob described the move 
as “bold” while some auctioneers defended 
buyer’s premium fees.
Duke’s senior valuer and auctioneer Michael 
Roberts: “This is interesting and I wonder what 
the effect (if any) this will have on provincial 

salerooms whose diet is of largely sub £1000 
objects (which the main London rooms won’t 
touch).

Sotheby’s recent decision 
to lower and simplify its 
charges sparked a �urry of 
reaction which we published 
in last week’s issue (ATG No 
2630). Letters to our bulging 
postbag followed soon after.

It was Sotheby’s and 
Christie’s that introduced 
the buyer’s premium in 1975; 
49 years later we rather think 
the horse has already bolted 
on this topic and regular 
buyers at auction are able 
to set themselves a budget 
and determine the hammer 
price they can a�ord, but 
members of the trade remain 
determined to argue their 
case.
