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The British Art Fair and the 
Northern Antiques Fair have 
released first details of their 
events ahead of a busy 
autumn season.

Society to its roster of around 
70 firms.

Everest 1953 expedition leader’s 
mittens reunited after auction
Mittens worn by British Everest 
expedition leader Sir John 
Hunt in 1953 have been 
reunited 70 years later 
following a successful auction 
bid, it has been revealed.

As reported in ATG No 
2593, the left-hand cotton 
mitten owned by Hunt (1910-
98) sold for a hammer price of

£3200 at Hansons in 
Staffordshire on May 10.

The owner of the right-hand 
mitten, a man who climbed 
Everest himself in 2018, 
spotted its pair coming up for 
sale and after a fierce bidding 
battle he came out on top.

This 18ct gold ring demonstrating French portrait 
photographer René Dagron’s (1819-1900) invention 

of microphotography quadrupled its estimate at 
Bonhams in Paris.

The c.1860 oval ring, set 
with a cultured pearl 

and rubies around a 
microphotography 

image of a woman, 
was hammered 
down at €2800 
(£2420) against 
an estimate of 

€500-700 (€3584 
including buyer’s 

premium) to a private 
French buyer at the  

May 24 sale.

Jim Spencer, manager of the 
Library sale, said: “I had the 
bidder on the telephone and 
after they won the auction they 
said to me, ‘By the way, I own 
the other one’.”

The left-hand mitten is now 
waiting to be framed and 
displayed alongside the right-
hand version (framed along 
with a letter of provenance 
from Sir John), which he 
“bought more than 20 years 
ago at auction for around 
£400”, said Hansons.

The right-hand mitten had 
been offered at Bonhams in 
2003 but had gone unsold at 
the time, so was presumably a 
post-sale purchase or reoffered 
elsewhere.

The owner of the reunited 
pair, Daniel Wallace, 44, a 
property surveyor from 
Winkfield, Berkshire, said: 
“I’ve been a mountaineer for 

around 20 years and climbed 
Everest in 2018.

“I also attempted Everest in 
2014 and 2015 and witnessed 
tragedy. I lost three members of 
my team in a Nepal earthquake 
in April 2015. I was also there 
when an ice avalanche struck in 
2014. I went on to raise money 
for the families of three Sherpas 
who lost their lives.

“I know first-hand how 
difficult it is to climb Everest 
and how long it takes – more 
than two months is required in 
order to acclimatise to the high 
altitude.”

The letter from Sir John 
with the right-hand mitten, 
dated December 1986, 
confirms it was one of a pair 
worn ‘during the first assault on 
24-28 May 1953’. He also 
mentioned memorabilia being 
distributed to ‘various charity 
foundations’.

This ties in with a letter of 
provenance with the left-hand 

one which reads: “Dear Mr 
Jenkins, Thank you for your 
letter dated 17th September. I 
hope that the enclosed down 
mitt, used by me at 27,400 feet 
on Everest on 26th May 1953, 
may be helpful to you in your 
campaign.”  

Spencer added: “The 
campaign referred to was a 
1970s fund-raiser for a new 

Scout hut for the 1st Newtown 
Scout Group in Newtown, 
Powys.

“Sir John kindly donated 
the mitt and the seller’s father 
bought it. At that time, Sir 
John had a home nearby in the 
village of Llanfair Waterdine. 

“The Welsh seller drove all 
the way to Hansons’ 
Staffordshire saleroom, Bishton 

Hall, to bring me the mitt.”
Hunt had chosen two pairs 

of climbers to make the final 
push for the summit. The first, 
Tom Bourdillon and Charles 
Evans, came within 330ft on 
May 26 but turned back after 
running into oxygen problems.

The same day, Hunt, 
ascending with Sherpa Da 
Namgyal, intended to reach 
27,900 feet to leave equipment 
for the second summit party of 
Edmund Hillary and Tenzing 
Norgay. The pair came to 
Hunt’s rescue when he could 
not move any more at 27,400 
feet, overcome by altitude 
sickness. Hilary fetched his 
oxygen apparatus and put Hunt 
on a maximum flow of six litres 
per minute. Three days later 
Norgay and Hillary reached 
the summit.             Tom Derbyshire

Dagron developed 
the technique of 
‘microphotography’: attaching 
small images to a miniature 
magnifying convex lens 
within jewellery, novelties 
and souvenirs which 
became known as Bijoux 
Photomicroscopiques.

His invention became a 
popular kind of parlour game 
commonly referred to as 
Stanhopes because they used 
a modified Stanhope lens to 
view the microscopic picture 
within the jewellery.

In 1862, Dagron exhibited 
his miniature Stanhope 
viewers during London’s 
International Fair and received 
an honourable mention 
from Queen Victoria whom 
he supplied with a set of 
microfilms.

The consignors of the ring 
at Bonhams, a private family 
who had owned the jewel 

for generations, also sold a 
second lot by Dagron. A group 
of his works, comprising three 
watch keys and a pendant with 
images showing a man and a 
woman, were sold at €1700.

Dagron continued to work 
in microphotography and by 
the late 1860s had developed 
his idea of miniature 
photographs to help the 
French in the Franco-Prussian 
War. He converted messages 
and documents into hidden 
miniature photographs that 
were sent by carrier pigeon 
across enemy lines. By the 
end of the war in 1871, Dagron 
had organised the sending of 
115,000 messages.

The Order of Chaeronea, the 
secret society for the cultivation 
of a moral, ethical, cultural 
and spiritual ethos within the 
Victorian gay community, was 
founded by George Cecil Ives 
in 1897. It was his belief that 
homosexual men and women 
would never be accepted openly 
in society and must therefore 
have a means of underground 
communication. Together they 
would seek to promote what was 
simply called ‘The Cause’. 

The society took its name 
from the Greek battle in 338BC 
where the Sacred Band of 
Thebes, an elite regiment 
comprising 150 male couples, 
made its last stand before 
annihilation. Ives and other 
members dated their letters and 
other materials from the year 
of the battle, so that 1900 was 
written as 2238. 

Although there was never an 
official list of members, the order 

is thought to have numbered 
perhaps 300 men and women. 
Each were privy to an elaborate 
system of rituals, ceremonies, 
codes and passwords.

Surviving relics of the Order of 
Chaeronea are very rare. Hence 
the competition for an otherwise 
unremarkable Edwardian ring 
offered by Bishop & Miller in 
Glandford, Norfolk, on  
May 16. Mounted on a silver 
band hallmarked for Barnet 
Henry Joseph, Chester 1905, 
was a marble-sized piece of 
smoky quartz engraved with the 
seal of the Order of Chaeronea. 

Carved in intaglio are the 
order’s mystical ‘sign word’ 

Amrrhao, the number 338 
referencing the battle of 
Chaeronea and the letters 
ZLD for the membership 
prerequisites of Zeal, Learning 
and Discipline. The motif of a 
chain and a double wreath were 
metaphors for secrecy and 
brotherhood. 

Who originally wore this 
ring, so evocative of the LGBT 
experience a century ago, is 
unknown. It came for sale in East 
Anglia with a guide of £400-600 
as part of a group of lots from a 
Norfolk dealer. It sold at £3700 
(plus 25% buyer’s premium) to a 
private collector in the room.

Sèvres vase sells for 
nearly £90,000 in Oz 
by Roland Arkell

One of the most talked about 
pictures sold recently was a 
portrait by an almost unheard of 
artist that dramatically exceeded 
a £150-250 estimate and was 
knocked down at £20,000 at 
Parker Fine Art Auctions (25% 
buyer’s premium) on May 11.

The artist was Violet Evelyn 
Arnott (1901-53) about whose 
works almost nothing is known. 

Born in Brampton, 
Northumberland, she came from 
a wealthy family and is known 
to have studied at the Slade and 
then the Royal Academy schools 
from 1925.

While this picture clearly 
showed some talent, none of 
her works have seemingly ever 
emerged on the market.

Intriguingly, the 2ft x 20in (61 
x 51cm) unframed oil on canvas 
at the Farnham saleroom in 
Surrey, which was catalogued as 
‘bust portrait of a man’, carried 
a large inscription on the back 
Arnott Annual Exam. 

Archivist at the Royal 
Academy Mark Pomeroy told 
ATG that Arnott passed her 1925 
exam and this work was one of 
two that helped her to win the 
second prize in the Premium 
competition (which were 
awarded each December). 

“Her attendance record, 
however, was woeful,” Pomeroy 
added. “She stopped attending 
classes in the autumn of 1925 
and her studentship was closed 
two years early in 1927 due 

to her non-attendance and 
failure to submit. It appears she 
never exhibited in the Summer 
Exhibition and so, from an 
Academy perspective at least, 
she vanishes from view.”

In 1928 she married Geoffrey 
Robert Sutton in her native 
Northumberland. Sutton was 
from a family of wealthy ship 
owners. His father’s estate was 
worth the equivalent of £17m 
today when he died. With no 
works known under her married 
name either, did she give up 
painting entirely at this time?

‘Quirky and characterful’
ATG contacted a number a 
dealers who specialise in this 
market and it seems the price 
has been received almost 
universally as something of a 
surprise. One dealer described 
it as a ‘quirky and characterful’ 
portrait possibly depicting 
another student at the RA.

Another member of the trade 
suggested the ‘gender fluid’ 
sitter may be the reason for 
the competition and, indeed, 
wondered if the subject might 
even be a woman.

However, as one dealer 
concluded: “Art shouldn’t 
need to have a back story 
or an extensive exhibition 
history. This is why artists get 
overlooked. Let’s let the artist be 
appreciated without question or 
justification.”

“how the fair would fit into his 
portfolio”. However, she added, 
“the proof was in the result”. 
Ramsay’s inaugural run 
featured a record attendance of 
10,000 visitors and among 
healthy sales, two hit the 
£300,000 mark. 

Hutson added: “We were 
unlucky that it took place in the 
week of the Truss/Kwarteng 
budget which spooked the 
markets and affected consumer 
confidence, but it still managed 
to post some healthy sales.” 

Last year’s new concepts are 
returning, such as Solo 
Contemporary, which gives 
young galleries the chance to 
showcase the work of a single 
artist.

Meanwhile, the Northern 
Antiques Fair, launched in 
Harrogate in 1951, returns for 
its third year at Tennants in 

Leyburn, hosting around 40 
exhibitors. Newcomers include 
Bink Fine Art, Frodsham 
Clocks (run by the great-great-
great grandson of clockmaker 

William James Frodsham) and 
McBain & Byre. Among the 
regular exhibitors are Cares 
Fine Art, Gladwells Rutland 
and Drove House Antiques. 

LAPADA Berkeley Square Fair 
takes place in London at the 
same time, running from 
September 27-October 1.

The trio of fairs is followed 

shortly by the Decorative 
Antiques and Textiles Fair running 
in Battersea from October 3-8.

Latest figures show 
first ARR payments 
The latest Artist’s Resale Right 
(ARR) royalties figures from 
the Design and Artists 
Copyright Society (DACS) 
reveal 873 artists and artists’ 
estates received fees and 53 
artists were paid a royalty for 
the first time.

The data from DACS for the 
first quarter of 2023 revealed 
£2.3m was paid to the 873 
artists and artists’ estates and 
the median ARR payment was 
£280. More than 60% of all 
ARR royalties paid out were 
under £500. 

DACS said £120m has been 
paid in total to over 5900 
artists and estates since 2006.

ARR gives creators of 
original works across their 
lifetime, and for 70 years after 
their death, the right to a 
payment when their work is 
resold in the secondary market 
with the involvement of an art 
market professional.

The royalty is chargeable 
when the sale price of the 
artwork exceeds €1000 (based 
on the exchange rate from the 
European Central Bank on the 
day of the sale). The amount 
due is calculated on a sliding 
scale and is capped at €12,500.

Despite Brexit, the UK  
government has reiterated that 

ARR will remain in force 
within UK law (see ATG No 
2595 for more).

German Old 
Masters emerge
A major German collection of 
Old Masters is heading to 
auction in London.

A group of works from a 
collection billed as ‘one of the 
finest privately assembled Old 
Master collections in Germany 
in the last half century’ will be 
offered at auction in London 
this summer.

Dr Hermann Röchling 
(1929-2020) came to collecting 

late in life with his interest in 
Old Master paintings piqued in 
1995 when Sotheby’s staged a 
landmark sale of the collection 
of the Markgraf of Baden, in Dr 
Röchling’s native town of 
Baden-Baden.

He bought mostly at auction 
over 25 years, assembling an 
eclectic collection spanning the 
late Gothic works to Rococo 
pictures. He also had a specific 
passion for small-scale Italian 
works on copper.

Sotheby’s is offering a group 
of 12 works from the source 
across its evening, day and 
online sales in July. The 
combi ned est i mate i s 
£1.3m-1.8m.

Drenth steps down 
as TEFAF director
The European Fine Art 
Foundation (TEFAF) has 
announced that Bart Drenth 
has stepped down. Drenth 
joined TEFAF in February 
2022 as an interim director, 
becoming global managing 
director (shared with managing 
director Charlotte van 
Leerdam who is on leave), in 
December 2022. 

The TEFAF board said it 
will announce its leadership 
plan in the coming weeks. 

According to media reports 

he has left his role following 
controversial social media 
posts.

Hidde van Seggelen, 
president of the TEFAF 
executive committee, said: 
“The board is grateful to Bart 
for his accomplishments. He 
joined TEFAF at a time of 
upheaval and transition caused 
by the pandemic when the art 
market and fairs were just 
returning to business

“Despite these challenges, 
Bart’s leadership, f iscal 
discipline, and efforts to align 
and structure the team led to 
stability and progress for 
TEFAF.

“This year, TEFAF held two 
successf u l  edit ions in 
Maastricht and New York, 
indicating that the foundation 
and fairs are well-positioned 
going forward. The board 
wishes Bart all the best in his 
future endeavours and thanks 
him for his service to TEFAF.”

Pick of the week

As timing goes, the sale date for an album of 
handwritten letters, photographs and ephemera 
related to Sophia Duleep Singh (1876-1948) could not 
have been much better.

It was offered at Maidenhead firm Dawsons (25% 
buyer’s premium) on May 25, just one day before a 
blue plaque was unveiled at the former home of the 
Suffragette Indian princess in south-west London, 
Faraday House (then part of the Hampton Court 
Estate).

The hammer price of £10,000 against an estimate 
of £500-800, via thesaleroom.com, also reflected 
the huge interest in – and reverence for – the Duleep 
Singh family among collectors of Sikh historical items, 
and the appeal of the Suffragette connection. 

The daughter of deposed Maharaja of Lahore 
Duleep Singh, who came to Britain in 1854 and was 
granted a pension, Sophia was a goddaughter of 
Queen Victoria. The maharajah was given a country 

estate and welcomed by the royal family. He died in 
1839 and Sophia inherited a fortune.

She turned her attention to equal rights 
campaigning with her wealth helping to support 
protests, and is now well known as a member of 
the Women’s Social and Political Union (WSPU), the 
militant group led by Emmeline Pankhurst.

Much of the correspondence in the lot is addressed 
to Faraday House, where an apartment was given 
to Sophia in 1896 by Victoria as a grace and favour 
residence, along with an allowance of £200 a year to 
maintain it. 

Primarily relating to 1800 Sikh soldiers who had 
set up camp on the golf course near Hampton Court 

after the First World War, the album also included 
invitations and passes, and was offered with a brown 
pigskin document box, with sunken brass handle and 
applied silver coronet above, the interior rim stamped 
for Needs & Co, Late J Bramah, 100 New Bond St W. It 
bore the letters VDS for Victor Duleep Singh, Sophia’s 
brother.

Also in this lot was a leather cylindrical document 
case and a pair of Hunsicker & Alexis binoculars in a 
leather case, each bearing initials WDS, and a volume 
of the Memoirs of Prince Blücher, first edition, 1932, 
which bore an inscription from one of the editors, 
Evelyn Blücher.

The seven pieces are part of a group of artworks from the 
family of the Belgian engineer, financier, and noted collector 
Adolphe Stoclet (1871-1949).

The Palais Stoclet, the first residential project for the 
Wiener Werkstätte, built between 1905-11, is considered Josef 
Hoffmann’s masterpiece. The mansion has been occupied since 
its opening by the Stoclet family and (although designated a 
World Heritage site by Unesco in June 2009), is not open to the 
public. It is currently owned by Stoclet's four granddaughters.

The Hoffman silver pieces to be offered in Salisbury on June 
21 are well documented. 

A silver and malachite comport with marks for the Wiener 
Werkstätte marks, Josef Hoffman and the maker Alfred Mayer 
is guided at £10,000-20,000. The original drawing for this piece 
(one of two made for Stoclet) is in the Museum of Applied Arts, 
Vienna (MAK).

An ensuite bowl or centrepiece, also made by Mayer, is 
possibly the same piece pictured in a black and white photo 
afront one of the famous series of mosaics by Gustav Klimt at 
Palais Stoclet. Sold together with a later silver and malachite 
tray made to a Hoffman design in Belgium, it is estimated at 
£15,000-20,000.

A pair of cylindrical preserve jars with hinged covers with 
marks for the Wiener Werkstätte marks and the silversmith

(1834-1896), were originally 
designed by Burne-Jones for 
Woodlands, a home on the 
outskirts of Bradford which 
was built in 1866 for Angus 
Holden (Mayor of Bradford 
and later MP).

Woodlands was later 
demolished and seven of the 
panels were believed to have 
been later sold c.1912 to a 
private collector in Bath.

US film director and stained 
glass enthusiast Gabreal 
Franklin later tracked down 
the seven panels on a buying 
trip to England in 1978.

Since then he has sold some 
of the panels: five were once 
owned by rock guitarist and 
founding-member of Led 
Zeppelin, Jimmy Page, and one 
is in the Los Angeles County 
Museum of Art’s permanent 
collection.

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The professional goldsmith and 
jewellery designer was not the first 
woman in such a role but received 
significant prominence in the 
Victorian era under her own 
name, with collectors now eager 
to bid for the handful of pieces 
that come to auction each year. 
Roland Arkell reports 

Suzanne Belperron, Jeanne Poiret 
Boivin, Georgina Gaskin, Sybil 
Dunlop, Dorrie Nossiter. The list of 
famous female jewellery designs of 
the 20th century is a long one.

But as far as Victorian jewellery is 
concerned, only one name received 
significant prominence. And that was 
Mrs Newman.

Charlotte Isabella Newman, 
nee Gibbs (1836-1920), was by no 
means the first woman to work in 
the jewellery business, but she was a 
figure of change. At a time when it 
was still deemed inappropriate for 
a lady to work in a ‘trade’, she was a 
professional goldsmith and jewellery 
designer under her own name. 

Born in London, educated at the 
Government School of Design and 
married to the artist and designer 
Philip Harry Newman in 1860, 
she began her career in the mid-
1860s with the fashionable Covent 
Garden jeweller John Brogden. Her 
importance to the firm grew rapidly.

When in 1878 Brogdens displayed 
its range of archaeological revival, 
Japoniste and neo-Renaissance 
jewels at the Exposition Universelle in 
Paris, she was named as a designer. 
John Brogden received the Légion 
d’Honneur. Newman was awarded 

the Médaille d’honneur as a 
collaboratrice.

Of the 1593 designs for jewellery 
and other goldsmiths’ work in the 
so-called Brogden Album in the 
Victoria and Albert Museum, 74 
bear Newman’s signature. 

Following her employer’s death 
in 1884, Newman established her 
own business. She retained some of 
Brogden’s staff, his models and the 
clientele. However, by calling her 
shop Mrs Newman’s and signing 
her pieces Mrs N, she was able to 
advertise that this was something 

a little different. Her business card 
read Mrs Newman, Goldsmith and Court 
Jeweller.

Although the ‘lady goldsmith’ 
was barred from taking part in 
some artistic organisations, she did 
become the first woman admitted to 
the Jewellers Guild in London and 
attracted the interest of art journals, 
newspapers and women’s periodicals.

In 1884 she gave a lecture on 
the art of goldsmithing and was 
invited to speak at the International 
Congress of Women in London in 
1899. There she explained her craft 
in simple terms. “The making of 
jewels is a decided test of the artistic 
power of nations, for it means getting 
a very large amount of beauty in a 
very small space. It means making 
something exceedingly pleasant to 
look upon and something that shall 
appear indispensable to perfect the 
effect, and not merely to show that 
the wearer possesses it.”

Mrs Newman’s output was 
relatively small and not every piece 
was signed. Closer to the Arts & 
Crafts movement than commercial 
production, the firm very rarely 
made two pieces exactly alike. Even 
her shopfronts (first in Clifford 
Street, later in Saville Row) were 

kept deliberately sparse to prevent 
designs from being copied by 
competitors.

Based on Duke Street, her daughter 
and granddaughter continued the 
tradition until the business closed 
during the Second World War.

Nonetheless, as part of the 
much bigger story of the struggle 
for women’s rights and equality in 
the Victorian and Edwardian era, 
Charlotte Newman’s jewellery is 
becoming better known.

Four pieces by her were included 
in the influential exhibition Maker & 
Muse: Women and Early 20th Century 
Art Jewellery that ran first at the 
Driehaus Museum in Chicago from 
2015-16, and then travelled to other 
venues throughout 2020. 

Only a handful of pieces come 
to auction in a year, most of them 
priced akin to other Arts & Crafts 
jewels by named makers. Most 
recently Mallams’ (25% buyer’s 
premium) April 26-27 Jewellery, 
Watches and Silver sale in Oxford 
included an aquamarine fringe 
necklace by Mrs Newman, c.1890. It 
was estimated at £3000-5000 and 
sold at £4200. This, and a selection 
of other pieces sold at auction in 
recent years, are pictured here. n

It’s not unusual for an antique jewel containing a 
particularly high-quality stone to be broken up after 
its purchase – the intrinsic value greater than the 
value of the whole.

A host of dealers competed for a Victorian 
emerald and diamond bangle at Woolley & Wallis 
(26/20% buyer’s premium) on April 20-21; the 
primary appeal being a superb step-cut Columbian 
emerald weighing 5.67ct. It was accompanied by a 
gemmological report from the SSEF stating that the 
stone was a ‘green of medium strong saturation’ with 
no indications of clarity enhancement. The auction 
house said the hue was ‘stronger and more vivid in 
colour than the catalogue photography can convey’ 
and noted ‘few obvious inclusions’.

This was quite possibly a ‘family’ stone, perhaps 
first cut and mounted in the Georgian or Stuart eras. 
Claw-set in silver and gold within a radiating cluster of 
circular-cut diamonds, it came by descent from Lord 
Lucius O’Brien 15th Baron Inchiquin (1864-1929) and his 
bride Ethel Lady Inchiquin (1867-
1940). The title Baron Inchiquin is 
one of the oldest in the peerage of 
Ireland and was created in 1543 for 
the Munster nobleman and soldier 
Murrough O’Brien (1614-73).

Many of the 17 phone bidders envisaged recutting 
and remounting the emerald. “It was a very functional 
stone,” said Woolley’s specialist Sam Hug. “It hit a 
sweet spot. It would be larger than five carats, even if 
recut, to make a ring or pendant.”

However, there were some who appreciated 
the jewel as a Victorian whole, complete with its 
history and provenance. Among them was antique 
and retro jewellery specialist Hancocks and it was 
the Burlington Arcade dealership that tendered the 
winning bid of £500,000 (estimate £60,000-80,000).

From the same source was a mid-19th century 
diamond parure comprising a devant de corsage 
brooch, a necklace, an impressive pair of drop 
earrings and a small clip. The necklace was 
particularly attractive, alternating floral links with 
stylised ribbon bows, the whole set with cushion-
shaped, rose-cut and pear-shaped stones with a 
total weight of around 70ct. Some of the gold and 
silver fittings had been altered and rhodium plated in 

the early 20th century. 
Estimated at £50,000-
70,000, it took £80,000.

This £2m sale 
was Woolley & Wallis’ 
highest-grossing event, 
surpassing even the 
sale in 2012 when a pair 
of natural pearl drop 
earrings sold for £1.6m. 
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The Matrix collection of seals, sold 
by Lyon & Turnbull (26% buyer’s 
premium) in Edinburgh on May 19, 
was put together by the late David 
Morris.

A collector in the truest sense 
(he is best known for the Morris 
collection of Scottish provincial silver 
sold at Christie’s in 1984), he bought 
seals for their historical interest as 
well as their beauty. A total of 145 
pieces, ranging from the Middle Ages 
to the 20th century, were published 
in the book Matrix: A Collection of 
British Seals (2012).

They included a handsome 
Regency example fashioned in 
lapis lazuli, amethyst and gold 
for Sir Walter Scott (1771-1832) of 
Abbotsford. By 1820 Scott was very 
much part of the Scottish gentry 
with this seal used for letters to the 
great and the good, including the 
correspondence that led to George 
IV’s famous visit to Scotland in 
1824. It was confidently estimated at 
£12,000-15,000 but was permitted 
to sell at £11,000. 

Great care and cost were lavished 
on the creation of personal desk seals 
for Georgian and Victorian society 
figures. Some of the finest and 
most elaborate were made when a 
marriage or inheritance necessitated 
a new armorial. 

A good example, also sold at 
£11,000, was a late 19th century 
rock crystal and multi-gem desk seal 
made to commemorate the marriage

“The set 
was designed to be worn together, and I 
loved it for the way it moved and changed 
according to the way it was pinned. I had 

just been exploring machine knitting and 
had made a jacket which suited Gunilla 
well. We swapped.” 

Fellow textile artist Peter Collingwood 
(1922-2008) was represented by a group 
of three bracelets and a ring made from 
steel yarn, fibre and wool. These had 
been a gifted from Collingwood after 
Sutton gave him some newly invented 
steel yarn from Japanese designer 
Junichi Arai. Collingwood subsequently 
used the same yarn to create a huge 
micro gauze hanging in Arai’s hometown 
of Kiryu. Estimated at £300-500, these 
sold online at £420.

Necklace evokes family memories 

A necklace composed of nine ‘Stuart crystal’ memorial slides comes for sale at Sworders’ auction of Fine Jewellery 
and Watches on June 27. The rare piece, made in the Georgian era using late 17th and early 18th century elements, 
has a guide of £6000-7000.

Fashioned from faceted rock crystal (quartz), that preserved an underlying portrait or lock of hair in a closed back 
setting, Stuart crystals were the precursor to the memorial jewels which became fashionable in the Georgian and 
Victorian eras. They were first popular in the wake of the execution of Charles I in 1649 (Royalist supporters showed 
their sympathy for the fallen Stuart monarch by wearing his likeness or initials woven in gold wire) but was soon 
adapted for a larger audience as memorial jewellery. ‘Slides’ such as these were strung on a ribbon around the neck 
as a pendant or threaded on ribbon around the wrist. Most contain fine panels of woven hair, enamel ‘memento mori’ 

imagery such as angels, skulls, flowers 
or doves and the initials and dates of 
family members.

The rare necklace at Sworders 
comes for sale from the Carew family, 
formerly of Crowcombe Court in 
Somerset. 

The nine slides, united by two rows of 
belcher link chain, carry various motifs 
and initials. The central pair with the 
gold thread initials EJ and MJ to woven 
hair grounds are set in split pearl frames 
with pink and black enamel details. The 
others include initials, typical motifs 
of putti, skulls and skeletons, with one 
decorated using a portrait miniature of a 
lady in late 17th century dress.

It is likely that they represent 
members of a single family.

Featuring in the June 22 Jewellery, Watches Silver auction at Dawsons in Maidenhead is this 
late Victorian diamond garland necklace which carries an estimate of £20,000-£30,000.

The piece is centred within a graduated line of old-cut diamonds suspending floral swags 
and pear-shaped drops. The largest pair of stones have an estimated weight of 1.8ct each, 
with a total estimated diamond weight of around approximately 19ct.

This 15th century ring, set with a rhomb-shaped table-cut sapphire, is engraved with 
lilies and other flowers issuing from a crescent bowl. It comes for sale on June 13 at 
Noonans in London with an estimate of £4000-6000.

As recorded on the Portable Antiquities Scheme database, the ring was found in 
2019 in Tarrant Crawford in Dorset, less than 200m from the Church of St Mary the 

Virgin. The medieval church is all that remains of Tarrant 
Abbey, an important and powerful Cistercian nunnery, 

founded in the 13th century by Ralph de Kahaines 
(of nearby Tarrant Keyneston). It closed during 

the Reformation.
Sapphires have long been associated with 

the church due to their designation in medieval 
lapidaries as representative of heavenly virtue 
and fidelity. In Christian iconography the white 
lily symbolises chastity and is associated with 
the Virgin Mary.

In the years after the Wall Street Crash in 
1929, some of the less expensive gemstones 
became popular in jewellery manufacture.

Jacques Cartier in London famously 
championed the ‘humble’ aquamarine in the 
1930s, pairing the stone with diamonds for an 
effect he considered suited to independent-
minded women of the era. The Jewellery sale 
at Chiswick Auctions on June 15 includes this 
pair of Cartier articulated pendant earrings 
set with a square-cut, stem-cut and oval-cut 
aquamarines with smaller old brilliant-cut 
diamonds. They have a guide of £3000-5000.

These days, to be a ‘watch collector’ 
is to collect wristwatches. However, 
it was not ever thus. Until the late 
20th century, most ‘watch collectors’ 
bought pocket watches, a much older 
type of portable timekeeper that, 
developed across several centuries, 
tell a remarkable story of horological 
innovation, societal change, 
craftsmanship and fashion. 

Some exceptional pocket watches 
came for sale at Bonhams (27.5% 
buyer’s premium) on May 11, 
many of them with a provenance 
to the collection of TP Camerer 
Cuss. He was the author of several 
once popular books on the subject 
including The Country Life Book of 
Watches (1967) and The Camerer 
Cuss Book of Antique Watches (1976), 
in which some of the watches were 
pictured.

Leading the sale was a fine and 
rare gold, and ruby set key wind 
triple-case pocket watch with a 
shagreen outer case by Joseph 
Martineau (fl.1744-94). The height of 
luxury when it was made in London, 
c.1760, it is set with 441 rubies to the 
back and bezel of the middle case. In 
what Bonhams called ‘remarkable’ 
condition, it was last sold at auction 
in 1958 when it took £380 at 
Sotheby’s. Estimated at £20,000-
30,000, it brought £38,000.

Martineau is recorded as working 
in London from 1744-94, first at 
Orange Street and then later at St 
Martin’s Court.

Sold towards the top end of 
expectations at £17,000 was a rare 
silver and leather key-wind pair case 
pocket watch with a pinwork case, 
c.1670. It is signed for William Snow 
in Marlebrough [sic], thought to be 
the son of Nicholas Snow of nearby 
Salisbury who in his will stated “my 
working tooles belonging to my trade 
shall be kept and preserved for the 
use and benefit of my said sonne 
William Snowe”. 

The accuracy and performance 
of watches greatly improved when 
the movements were made with four, 
rather than three-wheel trains, and 
this is an early example. Purchased 
from Dennis Brown, c.1947, it was 
illustrated in FJ Britten’s Old Clocks 
and Watches and Their Makers (1956).

Another member of the Snow 
family made the earliest watch in 

the collection: a silver key-wind 
pair-case ‘Puritan’ pocket watch of 
a type fashionable between 1630-60. 
The movement carries the name John 
Snow me Fecit. 

A quirky feature to the dial is a 
rock crystal ‘glass’ that is held in 
place by tags around the underside of 
the bezel. It sold at the lower end of a 
£12,000-15,000 estimate. 

It is doubtless an indication of 
the market health that most of the 
Camerer Cuss watches in this sale 
were hammered at the reserve. The 
collecting pool is no longer deep. 

The same sum of £12,000 was bid 
for a gold key-wind pair-case pocket 
watch by royal clockmaker Justin 
Vulliamy, c.1778-80. The blue, red 
and white enamelled coronet and 
the cypher PW suggest it was made 

for George IV when he was Prince of 
Wales. Engraved on the movement 
are the letters ‘uon’, Vulliamy’s 
cryptic numbering code which may 
translate to number 347.

As George Augustus Frederick 
was born in 1762, the watch would 
have been made for him at some 
point in his late teens. By the age 
of 18 his lifestyle and extravagant 
living had already become an 
embarrassment to his family. He 
would give watches like this away to 
settle gambling debts. 

‘Affordable’ Tompion  
The most cost-effective way to own 
a Thomas Tompion timekeeper is to 
buy one of his watches. The example 
here, a quarter-repeater dated to 
c.1709, was one of just three watches

Portable timekeepers full of collectable appeal need not be just those worn on the wrist

Rolex: from £200 to £45,500
Proof that some branded wristwatches have become an exceptional investment, this 
Rolex Cosmograph Daytona– bought half a century ago in Epping for £200 – came for 
sale at Stacey’s (25% buyer’s premium inc VAT) in Essex on May 23 with an estimate 

of £20,000-30,000. The ‘one owner since 
new’ manual wind chronograph (Ref 6263) 
purchased in 1975 had its original box and 
all paperwork. Following the sort of interest 
now expected for a classic vintage brand, it 
made £45,500. 

Produced from the early 1970s through to 
1987, the Daytona ref 6263 has the second-
generation screw-down chronograph 
pushers that separate it from earlier vintage 
Daytona references that were fitted with 
traditional pump-style pushers.

As indicated by the word Oyster on 
the dial it also came with enhanced water 
resistance. The watch was made with 
different dials variants that today cause 
prices to vary wildly. Relatively early versions 
of the 6263 such as this did not include a red 
Daytona signature. 

This 1970 Heuer Autavia Chronograph was awarded to rally driver Doug 
Harris for finishing the 16,000-mile London to Mexico World Cup Rally in 
1970. Expected to bring £6000-8000 at the inaugural Hansons’ (25% buyer’s 
premium) sale in Tunbridge Wells on May 23, it made £9500. 

Harris won Class 1 of the race in his number 45 Ford Escort 1300GT, the 
car with the smallest engine in the event. The watch is engraved World Cup 
Rally 1970. Mr D Harris. Congratulations from Ford Britain.

For the buyer of the watch the provenance was key. They too had been 
involved in the same race.

the ‘father on English clockmaking’ 
made for female clients. Engraved 
with the cypher MM below the 
coronet on the 18ct gold outer case, 
it was made for Mary, Duchess of 
Montagu (1689-1751), probably as a 
21st birthday present.

It had been a cutting-edge gift: one 
of the earliest surviving watches with 
jewelled bearings and diamond end 
stones for the balance. A watch that 
entered the Camerer Cuss collection 
in 1953, it made £20,000. 

A rare large silver key-wind 
pair case pocket watch by Thomas 
Reid of Edinburgh sold at £4000. 
Hallmarked 1804 to the case 
(making it one of the last pieces 
Reid made before he partnered 
with William Auld as Reid & 
Auld in 1806), the movement 

was of particular interest for the 
inclusion of a ruby roller to reduce 
friction. Not too many of them have 
survived intact. 

From the same vibrant period of 
British watchmaking was a highly 
complicated 18K gold key-wind open 
face grande sonnerie repeater by 
Louis Recordon. He was Breguet’s 
agent in London (he took out an 
English patent for self-winding 
watches for him in 1780) and many 
of his watches have Breguet touches. 
On this watch a small screw fixes the 
dial to the movement in a manner 
characteristic of watches by Breguet.

Camerer Cuss bought this piece 
from the great clock collector Lord 
Harris of Belmont in April 1953 for 
£75. Half a century later it made 
£10,000 via thesaleroom.com. n

Art of the Vernacular Chair

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The best treen boxes have attracted 
some very competitive bidding 
in recent years, particularly the 
novelties that offer so much in terms 
of amusement and variety.

However, few boxes have proven 
quite as desirable as a 19th century 
fruitwood box carved in the form 
of a sole or plaice offered as part of 
the Fine Silver sale at Anderson & 
Garland (25% buyer’s premium) in 
Newcastle upon Tyne on March 21.

It was no masterpiece – the 
carving was average at best – but 
it had naive charm in spades and a 
flatfish is a very rare subject. The box 
was estimated at £200-300 but two 
parties kept going until the bidding 
reached £6200. 

Tusk force
There were other lots in this private 
collection that chimed. Particularly 
finely carved was a George III box in 
the form of a boar’s head with silver 
mounts and inset bone eyes. It sold at 
£2100 against a guide of £500-700. 

A collection of caddy spoons 
offered in the same session met a 
more selective response.

Specialist Alex Butcher, who 
recently moved to the north-east firm 
after tenues at Woolley & Wallis and 
Lawrences, said: “Some spoons were 
really sought after. Others not wanted 
at all.”

He drew the comparison between 
the multi-estimate sums bid for Arts 
& Crafts and 20th century spoons 
(particularly those with enamel or 
hardstone inlays by Liberty and 
Omar Ramsden) and the lacklustre 
bids for the more typical George III 
spoons that were once guaranteed 
sellers. Minor damage is now a major 
deterrent. 

After the heady days of the Norrie 
collection sales (held at Woolley 
& Wallis in 2004), the collecting 
audience is certainly changing if 
not necessarily contracting. Butcher 
added: “I understand the Caddy 
Spoon Society has signed up five new 
members this year alone, but it seems 
the newest members are not looking 
for traditional spoons.”

Some classic lightweight 19th 
century rarities such as the eagle’s 
wing (£800) and the anemone 
(£480) took decent sums although 
“compared to years past these prices 
have halved”. 

Provincial silver collectors did 
push up the prices in what is still a

Fruitwood box finds its sense of 
plaice but spoon bids stay selective

relatively strong niche. A spoon that 
combined good quality workmanship 
with a York silver mark took £720 
while those for Exeter and Paisley 
made £220 and £320.

However, demand for spoons from 
early years of the Birmingham and 
Sheffield City assay offices that were 
once of great interest to academic 
collectors is now lukewarm at best.

The next batch of the collection 
comes for sale on July 18.

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With leading members of the 
Bloomsbury Group enjoying some 
increased curatorial and commercial 
interest of late, works by Duncan 
Grant (1885-1978) have posted 
significant sums at auction over the 
last six months. 

Back in November a major record 
for the artist came at Bonhams 
when a painting depicting fellow 
Bloomsbury artist and one-time lover 
Vanessa Bell sold for £260,000 – 
equally a record for any Bloomsbury 
Group picture.

Although few pictures by Grant 
get anywhere close to this kind of 
level, a number of notable prices 
since then have been recorded a bit 
further down the scale.

Prolific output
Grant had a long career and his 
works span 75 years. His prolific 
output, which includes paintings, 
drawings, prints, sculpture, ceramics 
and photography, and ranges in 
subject from subtle still-lifes to 
homo-erotic scenes, means plenty of 
supply is available. 

Along with the fact that his work 
went through various phases which 
varied quite widely in terms of 
innovative quality, this ensures that 
the price range for his pictures is 
considerable.

Paintings can start from just 
£500-700 and go up to strong six-
figure sums, while works on paper 
can be bought for even less. 

While most collectors prefer 
Grant’s early works from the 
1910s-30s and regard his Post-
Impressionist pictures – which were 
inspired by Roger Fry’s exhibitions 
– to be his most inventive, others 
maintain an interest in his later 
work. They believe that his good 
technique and acute eye for 
composition and colour (informed 
over many years by his love of 
Byzantine art) never faltered.

Two pictures from his later period 
emerged at Lawrences (25% buyer’s 
premium) of Crewkerne on April 19 
and both made good sums for works 
of this date.

Consigned from different sources, 
the first came from a deceased estate 
in London and depicted a man in 
boxing shorts.

Dated to c.1954, it had provenance 
to Paul Roche (Grant’s lover who 
may well have been the sitter). It 
had been offered at Christie’s from 
his collection in 1984 where it was 
seemingly unsold against a £800-
1200 estimate.

The 2ft 7in x 21½in (80 x 55cm) 
oil on paper laid on Masonite was in 
generally good condition although it 
had an unfortunate crease across the 
picture that ran through the sitter’s 
head. 

Lawrences picture specialist 
Richard Kay told ATG: “Its 
combination of vigorous brushwork 
and the alluring appeal of the 
Paul Roche provenance certainly 
attracted interest.

“Grant’s male figures, especially 
when barely clothed, seem to 
attract keener enquiries. This is a 
strong composition but with a very 
characteristic Grant palette and 
technique. Crucially, like all good 
portraiture, it embodies its era well.”

The presale interest duly 
translated into bidding. Estimated at 
£3000-4000, it sold at £21,000 to a 
private West Country collector.

The other work by Grant was 
a portrait of Lindy Guinness, 
Marchioness of Dufferin and Ava 

(1941-2020), seated on a divan and 
reading a book.

The 23 x 18¾in (58 x 48cm) oil 
on Masonite, c.1965, came from a 
private collection in Somerset.

Having appeared at auction 
four times since 1985, it was not 
the freshest work to appear on the 
market. It had twice been offered 
at Whyte’s in Dublin, being unsold 
in 2008 and then making €3800 
(£3325) in 2017.

The picture came with a 
handwritten note from the 
aristocratic sitter, herself was an 
artist and conservationist, dated 
1998. It identified the subject as ‘a 
portrait of me and I can remember 
him painting it in London in the 
60’s’. 

With a relaxed and informal air, as 
well as displaying Grant’s trademark 
colourful brushwork, it again had a 
sense of capturing the time in which 
it painted – not least thanks to the 
clothing, the hairstyle and the palette 
all evoking the 1960s.

With the Bloomsbury market 
having moved on since its last 
auction appearance six year ago, here 
it was estimated at £6000-8000 
and, on the day, a bid of £16,000 
was required to secure it. It sold to a

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dealer in the north of England.
“Obviously, the prices were a 

pleasant surprise for us and for our 
vendors too,” said Kay, “but also 
too for some of the people who had 
left commission bids which were far 
exceeded by the eager activity online. 

“Although we have not offered 
many Grants in recent sales here, 
we are aware that demand among 
collectors for certain eras and themes 
from the Bloomsbury Group seems 
to be increasing.”

Keen collector
Meanwhile, showing good demand 
for a different Grant subject, an 
even higher sum came among the 
five Bloomsbury School works that 
emerged at Chilcotts (21% buyer’s 
premium) on March 25.

The works had been acquired by a 
lady who lived about eight miles from 
the Honiton, Devon, saleroom and 
they were consigned by her children 
following her death (Chilcotts 
carried out a probate valuation of the 
collection in July 2022). 

A keen art collector, she and her 
husband had become friends with the 
owner of the Lewes Gallery who sold 
Grant’s work and who introduced 
them to the artist himself. A year 
after Grant’s death, she became a 
‘friend’ of Charleston House having 
attended the first open day at the 
property organised by the artist’s 
daughter, Angelica Garnett.

The work in question was a classic 
still-life of apples in a compote dish 
with a tea pot, cup and saucer on a 
lacquer tray and it was top seller at 
the auction by some distance. The 
couple had bought it in 1977 from 
the John Gage Gallery and it had 
remained in their home ever since.  

The 17¼in x 22¾in (44 x 58cm) 

oil on canvas was signed indistinctly 
dated to the lower right but it 
appeared to read [19] 28. In any case, 
the style and composition seemed 
to imply an attractive 1920s date. 
Added to the market freshness and 
desirable subject, this helped it to 
easily surpass the £10,000-12,000 
estimate and it was knocked down 
at £42,000, the highest price for 
the artist at a UK auction outside 
London.

Two other pictures by Grant 
from the same consignment also 
sold in Honiton. They each sold to a 
different buyer: one going to a private 
buyer who purchased it as a gift to 
his wife; one purchased by collector 
buying for their home and another 
selling to the trade.

The two other Grants were both 
landscapes. The Farm Lane, a 2ft 
1in x 21in (64 x 54cm) oil on canvas 
mounted on board, was signed and 
dated 52. It had labels on the back for 
two exhibitions in the 1950s, one at 
Atkinson Art Gallery in Southport 
and the other at Leicester Galleries 
in London. Estimated at £7000-
9000, it sold at £20,000, a good 
sum for a 1950s landscape.

Another landscape of Firle in 
East Sussex sold at £7800 against 
the same pitch. It was dated 53 but 
lacked the path and farm buildings 
that raised the appeal of the former 
work. 

The other works from the 
same collection at Chilcotts were 
a painting of vase on a table by 
Angelica Garnett (1918-2012) that 
made a low estimate £500 and a 
nude by Quentin Bell (1910-96), the 
son of Bloomsbury stalwarts Clive 
and Vanessa Bell, that surpassed a 
£700-900 estimate and was knocked 
down at £1050. n

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A couple of works by leading names 
in the Modern British art market 
helped Dreweatts (26/25/20/12.5% 
buyer’s premium) post a total 
of over £1m (including premium) 
at its early spring Modern and 
Contemporary Art auction.

The top lot of the sale in Newbury, 
Berkshire, on March 15 was a 
portrait by Glyn Philpot (1884-
1937). It depicted the American 
heir and noted art collector Robert 
Allerton and had recently featured 
in Simon Martin’s 2022 book Glyn 
Philpot, Flesh and Spirit.

Allerton was the son of Samuel 
Waters Allerton, a wealthy Chicago 
livestock trader who co-founded the 
First National Bank of Chicago.

Determined not to follow in 
his father’s footsteps, the younger 
Allerton initially tried to become 
an artist, studying at the Royal 
Academy of Fine Arts in Munich. 
Despite further study in Paris, he 
returned to Illinois to run the family 
farms after five years abroad. 

Building a mansion on the estate 
that served as a venue for lavish 
parties attended by his friends, 
artists as well as members Chicago 
elite, in 1906 he was described as the 
‘richest bachelor in Chicago’ by the 
Chicago Tribune.

Philpot, having previously 
met Allerton at the Royal Opera 
House in London, sailed to the US 
in September 1913 and Allerton 
arranged a studio space for him to 
work at his estate, inviting close 
friends to have their portraits 
painted. Philpot ended up staying in 
Illinois for four months.

He is known to have produced 
two portraits of Allerton: the current 
work which was believed to be a 
study for a larger painting as well as a 
portrait titled The Man in Black, now 
in the collection at Tate Britain.

It seems that Allerton had a 
penchant for the faun character – 
during a later visit Philpot produced 
a painting titled Faun and Satyr which 
was hung above the over-mantel (it 
was later destroyed in a hurricane at 
Allerton’s estate in Hawaii), while 
Allerton is also kept statues and 
reliefs showing mythological fauns in 
his garden.

Philpot and Allerton are not 
believed to have had a sexual 
relationship but in letters written 
to his sister, Philpot described him 
as ‘the most beautiful wise mature 
character’.

The Dreweatts catalogue 
described the 15½ x 12¼in (40 x 
32cm) oil on canvas as a ‘sensitive

and intimate portrait’. 
While this was certainly the case, 

a number of factors meant it was 
unlikely to reach the six-figure highs 
the artist has reached on a number of 
occasions in the past, not least due to 
its smaller size.

The highest sums for Philpot have 
come for portraits of black men, 
including one that fetched a record 
£300,000 at Christie’s in 2018.

This picture had previously 
appeared at auction at Phillips 
in 1988. Back then, it was unsold 
against a £3000-4000 estimate and 
had been purchased by Dreweatts’ 
vendor not long afterwards.

The market for the artist has 
moved on greatly since then, 
as was demonstrated here. 
Estimated at £15,000-20,000, 
it drew considerable interest and 
was eventually knocked down at 
£60,000 to a UK private buyer.

The sum stands within the top 20 

prices for the artist and appears to be 
the highest at a UK auction outside 
London according to Artprice.

Bomberg portrait
Another highly personal work at the 
sale by a major Mod Brit artist was a 
portrait by David Bomberg (1890-
1957) of his step-daughter Dinora.

The consignment followed 
Dreweatts’ lucrative sale of 14 
paintings by the artist that generated 
a combined £685,600 in October.

The 2ft 7in x 2ft (79 x 61cm) oil 
on canvas from 1930 was one of a 
number of paintings he made of 
Dinora at different ages. Records 
show that five of them have sold at 
auction over the last 30 years, with 
the most expensive being a later 
example from the David Bowie 
collection that sold for £32,000 at 
Sotheby’s in 2016.

The example in Newbury was 
pitched at the lower level of £6000-
8000 which helped it attract interest 
from a number of parties, and it 
was knocked down at £19,000 to a 
private UK buyer bidding online.

Frink works
The auction also offered a group of 
12 sculptures and pictures by Dame 
Elisabeth Frink (1930-93) from 
the estate of the late Jean Marsden, 
a passionate collector of works by 
Frink as well as other 20th century 
sculptors. With all bar one work 
selling, the Frink lots raised a 
combined £202,400.

The top price came for an 11¼in 
(29cm) high bronze titled Dog 
(childhood sculpture). Part of a charity 

edition from 1993 commissioned 
by The Morris Singer Foundry and 
sold in aid of Great Ormond Street 
Hospital for Children, the canine 
bronze was part of an intended 
edition of 350 but, after Courcoux 
& Courcoux Gallery took over the 
management of pre-existing Morris 
Singer casts, the edition became 
limited to 50 as well as to six artist 
copies.

A relatively large edition for 
Frink, the £60,000-80,000 pitch at 
the auction proved slightly punchy 
for a late work such as this and it got 
away at £55,000.

Bringing more competition was 
Study for Alcock and Brown Memorial 
(Horizontal Birdman) which was part of 
an edition of nine bronzes conceived 
in c.1962.

Marsden had acquired it from 
London gallery Beaux Arts in 
2005. It was a maquette neasuring 
15½in (40cm) long for Frink’s 1962 
commission for Manchester Airport: 
a full-scale bronze dedicated to 
aviators John Alcock and Arthur 
Brown who made the first non-stop 
transatlantic flight in June 1919.

Only a few examples of the 
maquette have emerged at auction 
before, including one that made 
£15,500 at Duke’s of Dorchester in 
April 2019. That price may have led 
to the £10,000-15,000 estimate here 
but, with Frink’s market having also 
notably expanded in recent times, it 
was bid to £32,000.

The Marsden consignment helped 
lift the total at Dreweatts to £1.04m 
(including  premium) from 145 lots. 
The sell-through rate was 86%.

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On Saturday 17 April, 1982, the artist 
Jonathan Warrender (b.1954) found 
himself in the back of a Bentley whirling 
through the Buckinghamshire country 
lanes towards Chequers.

He had been invited to attend lunch at 
the prime minister’s country retreat after 
Margaret Thatcher had admired one of his 
paintings hanging in her close friend Lord 
Laing’s Dunphail residence.

Laing had suggested that he would like 
to gift Thatcher a painting of Chequers for 
her personal collection and arranged the 
commission (as well as giving him a lift in 
his car).

In his memoirs published in 2013, 
Warrender recalled sitting closely 
together on a round table with Thatcher, 
her husband Denis, Lord Laing and his 
wife Marion before then being invited 
to accompany the PM on a walk around 
the garden to locate a view from which 
to paint the house. They settled on a 
viewpoint under a tulip tree looking toward 
the front entrance. 

As the whirlwind afternoon drew to a 
close, Warrender remembered Thatcher 
proclaiming: “And now I must see what

is happening in those bloody islands” (a 
reference to the Falklands War which had 
begun a few weeks earlier).

Thatcher’s collection
The two pictures he produced were 
still part of Thatcher’s collection when 
she died. They were later sold through 
London dealer Peter Harrington and, 
recently, that buyer consigned the 
pictures to Dreweatts where they were 
offered on March 15 with estimates of 
£3000-5000 each.

First up at the auction was a 9¾ x 
15½in (39 x 33cm) oil on canvas showing 
Chequers in portrait format and from a 
raised perspective showing more of the 
grounds. It took £4000. 

The following lot was a 15¼ x 12¾in 
(39 x 33cm) oil on canvas with a sweeping 
view of the entrance that sold to a UK 
private buyer bidding online at £13,000.

While Warrender does not have much 
of a track record at auction, the latter 
price established a new benchmark for 
the artist on the secondary market.  

Works by Keith 
Vaughan (1912-77) 
from the collection 
of the man who 
played a crucial 
role in preserving 
and promoting his 
legacy come for 
sale at Chiswick 
Auctions in London 
on July 4.

The Modern 
British and Irish Art 
sale at the west 
London saleroom 
includes a group 
of nine lots from 
the family of Peter 
Adam (1929-2019).

Adam, who grew up in 1930s Berlin, is best known as a 
filmmaker, a BBC producer and editor of the art magazines Review 
and Arena. However, he also served as a champion to a number of 
British and Irish artists and designers. A close friend to Vaughan, 
he was also his executor, biographer and the curator of multiple 
exhibitions of the artist’s work after his death by suicide in 1977.

The Adam collection includes a number of works by Vaughan 
– including a 27-page sketch book from 1962 estimated at 
£5000-7000 and a 1955 gouache of a seated male figure guided at 
£15,000-25,000.

Leading the group at £30,000-50,000 is an oil painting titled 
Two Figures with a Snake that has been exhibited on a number of 
occasions, including at the Tib Lane Gallery, Manchester, in 1976 
and in 2007 at the Victoria Art Gallery in Bath.

Champion of Keith Vaughan Lowry’s street life in pastels

The 1947 Street Scene with Figures by LS Lowry (1887-1976) is the 
earliest work so far to appear on the market from a group of vibrant 
figurative pastels.

It seems that Lowry painted one per year from 1947 (or earlier) to 
1950, all executed in the same materials and technique.

Other works from the series were done during Lowry’s yearly trips to 
Cleator Moor in Cumbria to visit his friend and supporter Rev Geoffrey 
Bennett (1902-91). Bennett conducted Lowry’s funeral service. 

One of six original works by Lowry included in the Modern & 
Contemporary Art Sale at Tennants on June 17, it is estimated at 
£40,000-60,000.

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Two works bringing demand at 
different auctions recently showed 
the market’s continued appetite for 
works by Modern British female 
artists.

Offered at Roseberys’ (25% 
buyer’s premium) latest Modern 
British & 20th Century art sale was 
a portrait study that fetched a record 
for work on paper at auction by 
Jessica Dismorr (1885-1939).

Depicting the poet George Barker 
as a young man, the 13¼ x 10in (34 x 
25cm) pen, ink and grey wash from 
1934 was part of a series of portrait 
drawings Dismorr made of writers 
at this time – others depicted Dylan 
Thomas and David Gascoyne.

It was typical of her style at this 
time and showed the influence of 
the likes of Wyndham Lewis and 
William Roberts, two other members 
of the Vorticist group with which she 
was exhibiting.

With her works having taken off 
commercially in the last few years 
– and this picture having appeared 
at the important 2019 exhibition 
Radical Women: Jessica Dismorr and 
Her Contemporaries at Pallant House 
Gallery in Chichester – it drew 
strong interest against a £3000-
5000 estimate at the auction on 
March 14.

It was eventually knocked down at 
£10,000 to a UK private collector.

Burleigh flower power
Another artist whose profile has 
risen significantly of late is Veronica 
Burleigh (1909-98). Two of her 

A small but eyecatching self-
portrait by Denton Welch

Offered at Dominic Winter 
(20% buyer’s premium), the 
coloured chalk on paper study 
dated from c.1935, around the 
time when Welch, still a student 
at Goldsmiths’ School of Art, 
suffered a life-changing incident 
when he was hit by a car when 
cycling.

The accident left him in 
permanent pain which dogged 
him throughout the rest of his 
short life and ultimately led to 
his early demise at the age of 
just 33. 

Following the accident, 
Welch moved to the Kent 
countryside where his devoted 
housekeeper Evelyn (Evie) 
Sinclair helped him to continue 
to paint and write while he led 
an invalid’s life.

This 13½ x 10¾in (34 x 

28cm) picture was offered at 
the March 8 auction in South 
Cerney, Gloucestershire, along 
with a small archive of related 
papers including a seven-page 
typed story by Welch, a cartoon 
sketch by the artist of a man 
with a bandage around his head 
lying in bed eating gruel saying 
‘I don’t think I am sick’, and 
seven related photographs (four 
of Welch and three of Sinclair).

The estimate of £300-500 
looked modest and, on the day, 
strong bidding emerged and the 
lot was bid to £9500.

That matches the result for 
Portrait with cat which sold at 
Roseberys in 2017 and both now 
stand at the top of the list when 
it comes to auction prices for 
Welch.

Rare Murphy
Another lot flying well over a 
lowly prediction at Dominic 
Winter was Head of a Young Man 
by Myles Murphy (b.1927), an 
artist who studied and then later 
taught at the Slade.

Painting throughout his 
tenure, he became known for his 
figurative works.

Works by Murphy have 
seldom been offered on the 
market (no other results are 
recorded on Artprice), so this 
23¼ x 18¼in (59 x 46cm) oil on 
board, which was somewhat 
faint in places, tested the water 
in effect.

In fact, it did rather well.
Estimated at £300-500, it was 
knocked down at £5800 via 
thesaleroom.com.

Welch’s shattered life

portraits posted the highest ever 
prices for the Sussex painter when 
they took £15,000 and £9000 at 
Kings Russell in January (see News in 
ATG No 2576).

Offered at Tayler & Fletcher 
(21% buyer’s premium) of Bourton-
On-The-Water in Gloucestershire 
on April 15 was a botanical oil on 
canvas estimated at just £100-150. 

Gardening subjects and flower 
studies form a key part of Burleigh’s 
oeuvre, although not too many 
examples have emerged at auction 
before. This 23¼x 19¼in (59 x 49cm) 
signed oil on canvas was deemed 
a well-conceived example with 
attractive details and colours. 

After a strong competition, it was 
eventually knocked down at £4000 
to an online buyer.

Demand remains high for 
Mod Brit female artists
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A drawing by Sheila Fell (1931-79) 
offered at Cockermouth saleroom 
Mitchells (25% buyer’s premium) 
showed how strong demand can 
emerge even for a simple sketch.

The charcoal on paper titled 
Christmas 1979 depicted a farm in 
her native Cumberland and was 
previously owned by the Sharrow 
Bay Country House Hotel on Lake 
Ullswater.

The date was poignant as she died 
tragically aged 48 the same month. 
Although her death came 10 days 
before Christmas that year, this was 
seemingly one of her final works.

The sketch had a good exhibition 
history with labels on the back for 
the A Tribute to Sheila Fell show at 
Abbott Hall Art Gallery in Kendal in 
1981, as well as the Through Women’s 
Eyes event at the same venue in 1989. 

Measuring 11½ x 15¼in (29 x 
39cm), the combination of artist, 
date and provenance had plenty 
of appeal and, at the auction on 
March 22, it flew over a £1000-2000

estimate, selling at £10,400 and 
posting an auction record for a work 
on paper by the artist.

Market-fresh Kelly 
Also on offer at the Cumbria 
auction was a large collection of 60 
illustrated letters and envelopes by 
Percy Kelly (1918-93).

They had been part of the 
collection of Joan David, the artist’s 

close friend and correspondent 
during the last decade of his life. The 
sale’s viewing was the first time the 
works had been shown in public.

Offered individually, all of them 
sold for a total of £59,000.

The most valuable was an 
illustrated letter titled West 
Cumberland Hamlet.

The 10¼ x 14¼in (26 x 36cm) 
watercolour of the outskirts of a 

town with text overlaid surpassed 
a £1000-1500 estimate and was 
knocked down at £3000.

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Prisoners who were publishers
Periodicals were produced in a Scottish camp by inmates to make life a bit more meaningful

Around 750 lots of comics, some of them 
offered individually, others in multiple lots 
of varying, and sometimes considerable 
size, were featured in a May 10-11 auction 
held by Anderson & Garland (25% Buyer’s 
Premium) of Newcastle. 

One or two of the higher valued lots did 
not find buyers, but topping the lists at 
£7500 was a copy of the very first issue of 
The Incredible Hulk (left).

An English issue, like many of the comics 

on offer, it appeared in May 1962.
Estimated at £600-1000 but sold 

at £2500 was a copy of Issue No 11 of 
Detective Comics (right) issued in January 
1938 by National Periodical Publications/
DC Comics. 

Among a number of copies of Fantastic 
Four on offer, three raised four-figure bids.

The first UK issue of 1961 that sold at 
£4600 is a comic that has featured more 
than once on these pages, and quite recently 

too. Issue No 5 (far right) sold at £1450 and 
a copy of No 4 realised £1300.

Dating from April 1964, two copies of 
the very first UK issue of Daredevil, the ‘Man 
without Fear’, were sold at £1500 and £750.

A 1966 US issue of The Silver Surfer 
whose board is overstamped 2/-,sold in 
Newcastle for £440 and a 72pp special ‘King 
Size’ annual outing for The Mighty Thor that 
in 1965 was over stamped 1/6d for English 
readers sold at £400.

A group of periodicals that were 
produced by and for German 
prisoners of war held in a camp in 
Hawick, Roxburghshire, during the 
First World War proved one of the 
more successful and unusual entries 
in a Carlisle sale of May 18.

Guided at £50-80 by Thomson 
Roddick (20% buyer’s premium), 
the collection sold at a notably higher 
than expected £420.

The peridodicals were bound with 
a few related theatrical programmes 
and spanned the period October 1916 
to February 1919.

The group contained 26 issues of 
Stobsiade. The title of the publication, 
it seems, is a pun on Stobs 
Internment Camp, as it was known, 
and an 18th century mock epic 
poem called Jobsiade by the German 
physician and writer, Carl Arnold 
Kortum.

One issue was missing from the 
run, being one that apparently 
aroused the disapproval of the British 
censor at the time.  

A website devoted to the 
publication, stobsiade.org, states 
that, in all, 39 issues were published, 
and reveals that it was typeset in the 
camp by a professional compositor.

It was clearly subject to 
censorship, and the website reveals 
that topics such as technical 
breakdowns in the camp, escapes 
and the suicide of inmates were not 
discussed – but it nonetheless offers 
a detailed insight into the nature 
of camp life, and of the impact of 
incarceration on the morale of the 
inmates. 

Stobsiade also highlights the 
efforts made by the inmates and by

charitable organisations such as the 
YMCA and the Society of Friends 
“...to make life behind barbed wire 
more meaningful”.

Stobs camp was established for 
training of British troops, starting 
in 1903. Along with PoWs, civilian 
internees were held from November 
1914. According to another website, 
stobscamp.org, on February 4, 
1916, “Mr Edward Lowry of the 
US Embassy inspected the camp. 
The report started off with these 
useful statistics: Stobs housed 
4616 prisoners, of whom 1829 were 
soldiers, 504 sailors and 2283 
civilians. Of the civilians, 2098 were 
Germans, 181 Austrians, three Turks 
and one Bulgarian.

“However, the number of 
prisoners from the German army 
and naval personnel was increasing 
and Stobs became a military-only 
PoW camp until the end of the war.”

The site is now considered by 
experts to be “one of the best 

preserved First World War camps in 
Europe, if not the world”.

Also part of the Carlisle lot was 
another work of particular local 
interest and age, Hawick & the Great 
War, A Pictorial Record of 1920.

Camp memorabilia 
Stobs memorabilia does appear at 
auction occasionally.

In November last year Stroud 
Auctions (18% buyer’s premium) 
offered a group including two rulers 
depicting pastoral scenes with ducks 
on one and geese on the other, both 
inscribed POW P Mehl, Stobs on the 
back, a still-life painting of flowers 
in a basket by R Suttinger POW, 
Stobs 16, an identification disc for 
Lt Herber Grohs, together with a 
series of letters regarding the safety 
of prisoners following a fatal incident 
and a letter detailing the discovery of 
an escape tunnel by two officers.

Estimated at £40-60, the lot sold 
for £420.

Glasgow 
auction house 
McTear’s offered 
a 1916 Stobs 
PoW camp tin 
coin, 44mm 
diameter, within 
a wooden case. 
It sold within 
estimate at a 
hammer price of 
£55 in December. 
The obverse depicted a view of the 
camp huts with a background a 
shining sun partially obscured by 
trees and hills, all above the words 
KRIEGSGEFANGENEN LAGER 
STOBS [PoW Camp Stobs]. An 
imperial German eagle appeared on 
the reverse with a shield inscribed 
ZUR ERINNERUNG 1916 [To 
Remember 1916].

Another medal of the same design, 
described as pewter, sold for a top-
estimate £120 at Mayfair saleroom 
Noonans last April. n

A huge plan used during the British 
Titanic inquiry was the top lot of 
Henry Aldridge & Son’s (22% 
buyer’s premium) latest auction 
dedicated to Titanic, White Star and 
Transport memorabilia.

Following the sinking in 
April 1912, the British Wreck 
Commissioner (on behalf of the 
British Board of Trade) held an 
inquiry, overseen by High Court 
judge Lord Mersey, which ran from 
May 2 to July 3, 1912.

This longitudinal sectioned plan 
of the liner was prepared by the 
Naval Architects Department of 
White Star Line in Indian ink and 
hand-coloured. Drawn on paper 
and mounted to linen, the plan 
measures a hefty 32ft 6in x 4ft 8in 
(8.9 x 1.42m).

It was positioned in the hearing 
room during the course of the 
proceedings and was visible to the 
participants.

Markings indicated where ice 
was believed to have penetrated five 
water-tight bulkheads, causing the 
ship to sink.

Aldridge’s said the plan 
“eclipsed anything we have seen 
on the market for Titanic in terms 
of size” and it is a “magnificent 
and commanding piece, both 
historically and visually”.

The plan was previously on 
exhibition in the Titanic museum 
in Belfast and has recently 
been restored and stabilised by 
conservator Sean Madden.

Estimated at £200,000-300,000 
on April 22, it was hammered down 
at £195,000 to a UK buyer.

Henry Aldridge & Son in 
Devizes, Wiltshire, is well known 
for its Titanic memorabilia auctions 
and the hammer total for this sale 
reached £550,000.

Other highlights, which went to 
US bidders, included a Titanic 1st 
class plan of accommodation that 
was hammered down at £43,000.

A relief sculpture created by 
Maurice Lambert for RMS Queen 
Mary (as previewed in ATG No 
2586) made £46,000, against an 
estimate of £25,000-35,000.

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London’s two rare book fairs both 
achieved encouraging results last 
month. 

Firsts: London’s Rare Book Fair, the 
ABA’s flagship event at the Saatchi 
Gallery, ran from May 18-21, 
returning to its traditional spring 
slot. Visitor numbers were up, with 
footfall rising 31% on last year’s 
edition. 

Organisers and booksellers alike 
have faced ongoing trials posed 
by Covid and Brexit and overseas 
exhibitor numbers were lower than in 
the past (out of around 100 dealers, 
22 came from abroad). 

However, some of the biggest 
names in UK bookselling attended 
and racked up major sales. 

For example, Bernard Quaritch 
sold the manuscript of William Pitt 
Amhurst’s Embassy to China which 
was listed at £125,000.

The unpublished work offers an 
eyewitness account of a diplomatic 
mission to China from 1816-17. 

Daniel Crouch Rare Books sold 
a collection of proofs and sketches 
by Harry Beck for the London 
Underground map, which was 
ticketed at £50,000.

The group of works included an 
annotated proof of the first 1933 
edition of the plan, an annotated 
proof of the 1940 edition, a sketch 
and map of the Victoria Line and 
sketches of the interchange with the 
Victoria Line at Euston and Kings 
Cross. 

Other exhibitors included 
Grosvenor Prints, Shapero Rare 
Books, Beaux Books and, among 
the international dealerships, Books 
for Cooks from Australia. 

High demand
Over in Earls Court, the Provincial 
Booksellers Fairs Association held its 
London International Antiquarian Books 
Fair from May 20-21.

It reported taking more than 
£650,000, despite exhibitor numbers 
being slightly down on last year. 

The PBFA reported that 30% of 
dealers took five figures, including 
one who made £35,000, all with 
sales of £100-1000. 

“That’s proof that the demand for 
keenly priced items is still there,” 
said the organisation’s publicity

manager Jeremy Carson. He added 
that one exhibitor made £25,000 
on Suffragette material and another 
£5000 on the decorative arts. 

Extensive opportunities
For many rare book dealers, the year 
is driven by an extensive programme 
of fairs, whether national or 
international.

April featured a string of events 
including The Capital Art Fair in 
Washington DC, the Oxford Premier 
Rare Book Fair and the 63rd New York 

International Antiquarian Book Fair.
Many will continue on to events 

in the US, Brussels and Italy, but 
arguably the biggest upcoming 
event in the calendar takes place in 
Germany. 

Stuttgart Rare Book Fair, the country’s 
leading fair for the rare book and 
prints trade, is returning for its first in-
person event since the pandemic.

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The Stuttgart Rare Book Fair, 
Germany’s leading fair for the 
rare book and prints trade, is 
returning after the pandemic for an 
anniversary event from June 16-18.

The event is celebrating its 60th 
outing this year although it is not 
actually being held in Stuttgart. As 
the traditional venue is not available, 
the fair will move to the Forum am 
Schlosspark in the nearby guest city 
of Ludwigsburg. 

After the launch of fairs in 
London and New York, the Verband 
Deutscher Antiquare (the German 
antiquarian booksellers association) 
ran its first edition in 1962. At 
the time the German Handelsblatt 
noted: “It is actually quite unusual 
for antiquarian booksellers to go 
public.”

Rare booksellers from 
Switzerland, Austria, the 
Netherlands, Italy, the UK and 
Denmark are among the 59 rare 
bookshops and galleries exhibiting 
this year.

As the showpiece event of the 
German book trade, expect to see 

some show-stopping lots. Swiss 
dealer Heribert Tenscher is asking 
€1.25m for a copy of the Biblia 
Germanica (the Luther Bible).

One of four known copies 
printed on vellum by Hans Lufft in 
Wittenberg c.1558-61, it is illustrated 
with a woodcut title after Lucas 
Cranach the Younger and numerous 
other woodcuts after Georg 

Not quite in Stuttgart but Germany’s leading book event returns

Lemberger and Hans Brosamer.
According to the handwritten 

dedication page, it was a gift given 
by Elector August of Saxony to his 
Rentschreiber Johann Pyrner in 
1564. The tooled pigskin over oak 
bindings, that are the originals, 
were made by the Dresden court 
bookbinder Brosius Faust. 

Also pictured here is a page from 

a remarkable mid-18th century 
German herbarium.

Carefully compiled and 
artistically arranged from original 
plant specimens, it is dated 1748 and 
signed for Georg Philipp Saurwein of 
Innsbruck.It is priced at €11,500 by 
Banzhaf Antiquariat in Tubingen.

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The spring edition of the Battersea 
Decorative Fair brought in a handful of 
first-time exhibitors, who enthused 
over the success of the event.

Running May 9-14, the event 
hosted 130 dealers at Battersea 
Evolution in south London. 

Live it large
Among those making a debut was 
Alexander Loveday of Loveday 
Antiques, who sold a monumental 
pair of Italian Alabaster vases, 
c.1880, for a price in excess of 
£10,000 to an existing UK-based 
customer, a collector.

Loveday said that, as in the case of 
these vases, there was an abundance 
of interest in many of the larger items 
on display, a recurring theme for 
vendors across the event. 

Despite added pressures of setting 
up the event during the coronation 
weekend, it was deemed worthwhile 
due to the increased number of 
international attendees, according 
to fair organisers Jane Juran and 
Darren Hudson. 

Among the big-ticket sales was 
a set of 19th century bronze figures 
sold by Joe Chaffer of Vagabond 
Antiques.

The figures, representing the 
four seasons in naturally patinated 
Verdigris bronze, were sold to a 
private collector for a price in excess 
of £50,000.

Darnley Fine Art was introduced 
to a new client who purchased a large 
Fauve Impressionist piece by Robert 
Deborne (1870-1944) with a ticket 
price of £65,000.

Carved from a single piece of solid pine, it is offered by 
Trinity Marine for £14,400. 

Billing itself as the ‘world’s largest traders of marine 
antiques’, the firm is family owned and offers a wide array 
of marine industrial lighting, antiques and décor. 

fair is famed for a rapid-fire opening 
morning. This edition proved no 
different.

Sam Kohn of Sam Kohn Fine 
Living told ATG that he was 
“turning a profit in the first two 
minutes of opening”. He added 
that the “crowd of guests has been 
extremely enjoyable to meet, in 
addition to the wide assortment of 
dealers”. 

Gloria Lombardi of Streett 
Marburg said that the fair “is 
bringing high quality collectors 
who really know what they’re in 
the market for”. The gallery offers 
modern and vintage furniture 
and antiques, and also represents 
Contemporary artist Lucy 
Naughton. Its selection of her work 
sold out within minutes at prices of 
around £400 and more.

Elsewhere at the event, Interior 
Boutiques found lively demand for 
the work of Contemporary artist 
Huw Griffiths. The firm’s Andrew 
Angell told ATG that Griffiths’ work 
has been “flying off the wall with

Leading the second edition of 
Sim Fine Art’s Britain in Pictures 
exhibition are two chaps in purple.

It would be difficult to confuse the 
two, though together they embody 
the spirit of the show.

One is a study of King George 
VI by Sir Gerald Festus Kelly 
(1879-1952) in preparation for the 
monarch’s coronation portrait.

The other is a watercolour by actor 
Ernest Thesiger (1879-1961) of a man 
in loose-fitting V-neck and trousers, 
which was part of a campaign for 
comfortable clothes for men. 

The show runs from June 19-24 
at The Gallery in Shepherd Market, 
London.

Like the preceding exhibition of its 
title held last year, it covers “British 
life, in all its oddity, flamboyance 
and peculiarity”. The title is taken 
from a series of books published 
in the 1940s, reminding readers 
why Britain was worth defending 
(volumes included British Craftsmen, 
The English at the Seaside, and Life 
among the English). 

The books were propaganda and 
Sim winkingly follows their thrust, 
choosing pictures for their historical 
significance, nostalgic appeal and 
often their quirkiness. 

Reform movement
For example, the Thesiger picture 
is one of two studies in the show he 
prepared as examples of Reformed 
Men’s Dress.

He was a founding member of the 
Men’s Dress Reform Party in the 
interwar years, which addressed the 
impact of clothes on men’s health 
and hygiene. He also sought to have 
men’s clothes be more comfortable 
and colourful.

While some of their causes are 
today commonplace – shorts in the 
summer, jumpers and soft shirts – 
others are less so, such as the kilt as 
everyday wear. 

On the opposite 
end of the sartorial 
spectrum is the portrait 
of King George VI. 
Kelly was a leading 
painter in his day and 
was commissioned to 
paint the state portraits 
of George VI and 
Queen Mary in 1938.

He had not 
completed them when 
war broke out and the 
studies were moved 
from the artist’s 
studio – along 
with the artist. 

He stayed at the castle for the 
duration of the war, a popular royal 
houseguest, though the monarchs 
stayed in Buckingham Palace.

Three other studies as well as the 
finished portraits are in the Royal 
Collection and another study in the 
Windsor Guildhall. 

Though the two are a study in 
obvious contrasts, the catalogue 
notes: “It is not too far fetched to 
suggest that an outspoken advocate 
of reformed dress would thoroughly 
have approved of the coronation 
robes, particularly the airy knee 
breeches and comfortable buckle 
shoes.”

The portrait study, completed 
in oil on canvas laid on board, is 
available for £15,000.

Other works in the show are 
available at prices ranging from a 
few hundred pounds up to around 
£20,000. 

These include works celebrating 
various British art schools with 
portraits from the Birmingham 
Municipal School of Art in 1917 and 
others by Sir William Orpen and 
Harold Gilman of the Slade School. 

Orpen’s red chalk drawing depicts 
Emily Scobel, a Slade 
School model and, 
briefly, the artist’s 
fiancée.

She appears in 
several of his early 
works including The 
Mirror (in the Tate 
collections) where she 
wears the same hat.

Dated 1900, the 
picture illustrated the 
first in-depth article 
on Orpen and was 
later owned by Mary 
‘Guinea’ Price, a model 
for Walter Sickert.

Pictures show how to dress to impress or for comfort
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Panthers were all the rage at the 
eighth edition of the Petworth Antiques 
& Fine Art.

Running from May 19-21 on the 
grounds of Petworth House and 
Park, the event organised by The 
Antiques Dealers Fair Limited 
hosted more than 60 exhibitors. 

At least three panther-inspired 
objects sold on the second day of 
the fair, including a French c.1925 
bronze panther signed by Rudens 
from Jeroen Markies Art Deco for 
£4300.

Elsewhere at the event, David 
Hickmet of Hickmet Fine Art sold 
two chrome 1920s panthers to an 
existing client for £2000. 

Decorative demand
These transactions were part of a 
larger trend, observed across the fair, 
for smaller decorative items, while 
furniture sales were more difficult. 

For example, Callum Jackson 
of Jacksons Antique sold a pair 
of satsuma vases for a price in 
the region of £6000 to a local 
couple who were downsizing their 
apartment and looking for smaller 
items to decorate with.

Having taken his card, Jackson 
was optimistic that they would 
become future clients. 

He had only good things to say 
about the fair. “It’s a mix between 
Olympia and Battersea,” he told 
ATG. “It’s high end but also very 
pretty.”

On the Sunday, he sold another 
three Satsuma vases, all from the 
Meiji period to new clients, each 
within the region of £3000-£6000. 

Small is beautiful
Joanna Hamlyn from Augustus 
Brandt, a local dealer in antiques 
and bespoke furniture who was 
standing for the second time, was 
among those noticing that there was 
“definitely” a pattern in buyers’ 
demands – even among the trade.

She sold a mother of pearl Arts & 
Crafts box to another dealer within 
the first 10 minutes of the fair. 

Dr Shanshan Wang of W 
Shanshan sold several small figure 
pieces, but also parted with a large 
2000-year-old double-handled 
burnished red earthenware jar.

Shanshan said she was pleased with 
the calibre of visitors at the fair 
and she connected with many new 
clients.

Dealers from jewellery specialist 
Gråsilver shared such thoughts, 
mentioning “good, quality 
people who are interested and 
knowledgeable about gold, different 
things and the big and bold”. 

Ads pay off
The pre-fair advertising had also led 

to successful sales for many of the 
dealers.

Mark Goodger sold both a green 
tea chest (listed for £3500) and a 
century box tea caddy (listed for 
£3000) that were placed in the front 
of his flyer for the event.

John Jaffa of the Antique Enamel 
Company also sold a Viennese 
enamel carriage for a price in the 
region of £8000 to an American 
client through pre-fair advertising.

One piece from Mark J West had

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been featured in ATG; a bowl for 
the coronation banquet of Queen 
Victoria which was marked for 
£2500 and sold to someone who had 
seen it in the Gazette and attended to 
pick it up. 

Modern British art dealer Freya 
Mitton was also facilitating pre-fair 
sale pickups at the event.

A late 1980s Frederick Gaul piece 
sold for a high four-figure sum, and a 
local couple were pleased to be able 
to come and collect it.

Mitton also sold a British seaside 
view for £2000 on the first day to an 
American couple visiting the UK on 
their honeymoon. 

Like Mitton, many fine art dealers 
enjoyed robust sales at the event. 
Blackbrook Gallery, a regular at 
the fair, sold an 1850s picture of a 
Spaniel that was ticketed at £1250; 
Kaye Michie sold a drawing of Anna 
Pavlova by Dame Laura Knight 
for $500; and Lucy B Campbell 
sold Mrs Lancaster’s Dogs by 

Contemporary artist Diana Cook 
while the artist was in attendance. 

Despite the heat of the spring 
weekend, Elford Fine Art sold a 
watercolour Christmas picture, 
The Holy Seller by George Goodwin 
Kilburne (1839-1924), for £4800. 
The dealership almost chose not to 
bring it because they didn’t believe 
such a work would sell at this time 
of year.  

While furniture sales were more 
difficult this year, some good pieces 

were snapped up. Nicholas Arkell 
of Walton House Antiques, for 
example, sold a large Georgian 
oak dresser base for £2500 and a 
matching pair of bedside tambour 
fronted commodes, c.1795, with an 
asking price of £4000. 

All set for next year

He will be exhibiting his diverse selection of 
antique arms and armour from all across Asia, 
with select Sikh, Indian and Islamic works of art.

Among the pieces Singh is offering is this 
rare Chinese bow measuring 3ft 8in (1.1m) 
overall and dating from the early 19th century.

The main surface is made from carved water 
buffalo horn probably glued to on a wood core. 
The central grip is framed by collars of rayskin 
while a mosaic panel of red and cream coloured 
squares extends over both arms along with a 
pattern of multi-coloured chevrons. The bow is 
also decorated with various symbols alluding to 
themes of longevity and prosperity. 

The bow is part of a group of mosaic-
patterned examples that take their design from 
one used by the Qianlong Emperor as depicted in 
several contemporary portraits. Later they were 
also produced for certain ranks of guards and 
princes and, as the dynasty progressed, they 
became available for any who could afford them.

Guanyin repels evil spirits

Ornate writing cases 

Face to face 

UK dealer’s big draw
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Sotheby’s Asian Art sale in Paris on June 15 will include 
some rare jades with notable provenances.

From the collection of Lt Victor Aymé Desiré Rahou 
(1826-98), and then by family descent, come two 
Qianlong animal carvings: a 3in (7.5cm) white celadon 
jade pebble carved with a buffalo and two children and 
a 3½in (9cm) yellow jade figure of a recumbent horse, 
each of which is guided at €30,000-40,000. 

The sale also contains a small 2¾in (7cm) diameter 
circular white jade Imperial seal made for the personal 
use of the Jiaqing Emperor, an example which falls 
into the leisure category of seals used for more private 
purposes.

Fashioned as a flat disc with a sculptural dragon 
coiled around the top, the seal is inscribed with the 

Emperor’s reign title but most unusually the two characters are framed by two slender dragons, a feature 
recalling one of the most familiar seals of his father, the Qianlong Emperor. 

The seal belonged to the French Industrialist, philanthropist and composer Emile Guimet (1836-1918) who 
founded the eponymous Asian art museum in Pari, and has passed down by descent. It was one of many seals 
that he acquired in the early 20th century from the Florine Langweil, a specialist dealer in Asian works of art. 
The estimate is €600,000-800,000.

Christie’s holds its live summer Asian Art auction in 
Paris on June 14 with an online sale running from 
June 6-20.

One of the highlights of the live sale will be 
this 11½ in (29cm) high Chinese patinated bronze 
figure of the Bodhisattva Ksitigarbha. It is thought 
to originate from the Chinese Dali Kingdom, which 
ruled the area that roughly corresponds with the 
present-day province of Yunnan from the 10th 
through to the 13th centuries.

Ksitigarbha was recognised as one of the main 
bodhisattvas of the Buddhist pantheon in Dali, and 

is shown here depicted seated in 
lalitasana on a low throne with a 
crown on his head, holding a jewel 
in his left hand and with his right 

hand closed as if to hold a staff. 
The bronze was formerly in the 

collection of Holger Rosenberg 
(1869-1960), a Danish 

journalist and writer. 
Between 1896 and 1939 

he travelled and collected 
artworks around the world, 

visiting China on foot. 
The estimate is 

€200,000-400,000.

this 20in (51cm) Tianquiping vase, a republic period piece bearing an 
apochryphal Qianlong mark to the base.

It is decorated in famille rose style polychrome enamels with nine 
five-clawed dragons among flames and waves (with some wear) and 
comes from a private collection in Antwerp.

The Galerie JM Béalu et Fils will be showing a selection of Chinese 
ceramics in its left bank rue de Bac gallery, mostly export wares from the 
Kangxi and Qianlong periods in blue and white, famille rose and famille 
verte.

The selection will include this pair of 17in (43cm) high Kangxi period 
famille verte covered vases decorated with panels of mountainous 
landscapes, bird and flower vignettes, and Buddhist and other emblems.

They have some glaze losses and restored chips and are priced at

The Chettiars were former salt 
merchants, part of the caste of 
rich merchants once settled on 
the Coromandel coast who moved 
inland. Their wedding necklaces 
comprised a large central pendant 
flanked by several smaller examples 
like this one.

The pieces evoked the crab claws 
and shells that the Chettiars wore as ornaments or represented the hands of the bride and 
groom.

The necklaces were part of the dowry offered by the parents to their daughter and 
remained part of the bride’s property.

This example, which measures 4¾ x 4in (12 x 10cm), and is set with rubies and red 
stone, comes from a private English collection and is priced at €15,000.

Charlotte Corday was the woman 
who assassinated the French 
Revolutionary journalist and politician 
Jean-Paul Marat. A Girondin from 
Caen in Normandy and a political 
opponent of Marat, she entered his 
house on July 13, 1793, and stabbed 
him through the heart while he was in 
his bath, a scene that was memorably 
depicted by Jacques-Louis David in 
his painting The Death of Marat.

Corday was arrested on the spot, 
immediately imprisoned, tried and 
convicted and guillotined just four 
days later.

On June 11 in its Versailles rooms 
Osenat will offer a manuscript letter 
written by Corday to the French 
people which she took with her when 
she set out to assassinate Marat.

An ‘Address to French friends of 
law and peace’,  a justification of her 
act of assassination, was discovered 
when she was searched at the prison de l’Abbaye. It was folded and pinned inside her bodice.

The letter has a long provenance back to an auction in 1834 when it belonged to the Lyon historian 
François-Nicolas Cochard and has made several subsequent appearances under the hammer.

Skilled metalworkers
The incense burner, which 
measures 2ft 8in high x 3ft 4in 
wide (81cm x 1m), dates from the 
Meiji era, a peak period for skilled 
metalworking, and is the work of 
two different makers.

The covered censer is marked as 
cast by Kagawa Katsuhiro (1853-

Two examples of classic early Georgian 
mahogany proved to be in demand at 
Artvisory (26% buyer’s premium) of South 
Yarra, Victoria.

The Australian auction house sold the 
collection of Bruce and Judith Terry from 
their Brighton, Melbourne, home on April 30.

Both were examples of pie crust top 
occasional tables on carved tripod bases, 
the type of piece that was much sought and 
commanded high prices in the latter years of the 

20th century. The Terrys were regular visitors 
to England where they purchased antique 
furniture from leading dealers in the 1970s-80s.

The pie crust wine table pictured below 
left, with a top measuring 2ft 6in (76cm) in 
diameter and dated to c.1765, was acquired in 
1997 from the Partridge dealership and sold 
at this auction for Aus$28,000 (£14,735).

The smaller table, 2ft (61cm) in diameter, 
dated to c.1755, went for Aus$13,500 (£7015).

Incense burner is the talk of the Toun
1917) who was appointed artist to the 
Imperial Court in 1906.

The dragon, with its articulated 
scales and gold eyes which coils 
around the censer-shaped receptacle, 
has a mark transcribed as ‘Toun 
Chu’ or ‘cast by Toun’, who was a 
pupil and successor of the bronze 
caster Murata Simin (1761-1837).

He is known for his lost wax cast 
bronze dragons which were esteemed 
by members of Paris’ Japoniste circle 
in the 19th century.

A very similar incense burner in 
bronze, also marked Toun Chu, is in 
the Musée Cernuschi in Paris.  

A few examples of dragons marked 
Toun Chu have come to auction, but 
notes the catalogue, no mention of 
other silver example marked Toun 
Chu has come to light.

Tudor connection chewed over
Armorial head linked to the palaces of Henry VIII when he was married to Anne Boleyn

Against considerable competition at 
Sworders’ (25% buyer’s premium) 
recent Fine Interiors sale, the winner 
of the most eye-catching lot was 
probably a carved and painted oak 
armorial head.

Dated to the first quarter of the 
16th century, it raised the possibility 
of a connection with one of the great 
names of the Tudor era.

Assuming the form of a crowned 
leopard’s head, it bears some 
similarity to the Boleyn beast which 
adorned the palaces of Henry VIII 
from 1533-36, the period in which 
he was married to his second wife 
Anne. In a condition consummate 
with age, it came for sale in Stansted 
Mountfitchet on March 30-31 from a 
vendor who had owned it for around 
40-50 years.

Estimated at £800-1200, it raised 
plenty of interest before selling to the 
UK trade at £12,000.

Another example of British (or 
possibly American) vernacular craft 
to eclipse estimate was a fine marine 
ivory, whalebone and baleen inlaid 
walking stick.

Canes of this type, typically 
worked from the jawbone of a whale 
by sailors to be sold to natural 
history-curious Victorians in the port 
cities, come in many different guises. 
Many now appeal beyond the cane 
collecting community and into the 
folk art world.

This example was relatively 
sophisticated: carved to the shaft 
with spirals and fluting and inlaid 
with tortoiseshell graduated lozenges. 
Pitched at £600-800, it sold to a 
London dealer at £13,000 – a price 
more akin with the best canes sold in 
the UK regions in recent years.

Unexpected successes among the 
sculpture added to the £753,000 
hammer total across March 30-31.

Best was a white marble bust by 
Irish-born Christopher Moore (1790-
1863) who made a successful living in 
London.

His 2ft 4in (72cm) tall bust 
engraved Mary-Jane, wife of George 
Evelyn Esquire February 1829 Christopher 
Moore Sculpsit, raised a lot of interest 
from the UK and Ireland. There were 
chips and cracks to the plinth but it 
was, said the auction house, “a very 
beautiful portrayal of a member of 
quite a significant family”.

Estimated at £1000-1500, it went

to a private UK buyer at £10,500.
A more expected reaction came 

for a c.1810 doll’s house. This 3ft 8in 
(1.12m) wide recreation of a Regency 
home opened to reveal four papered 
and furnished rooms. Carrying 
hopes of £7000-10,000, it sold to an 
American private bidder at £13,000.

The house was one of two 
belonging to the costume designer 
Evangeline Harrison who had 
inherited it from her friend Jocelyn 
Rickards, the artist and costume 
designer who is widely credited 
as having defined the ‘Swinging 
London’ look of the ‘60s.

Top price of the sale came among 
the ceramics: a dinner service, coffee 
service and canteen of cutlery in the 
Flora Danica botanical pattern long 
the pride of the Royal Copenhagen 
factory.

First used on a dinner service 
created by royal command as a gift 
for Catherine the Great in 1790, it 
has been in production ever since.

The pieces at Essex dated from 
c.1960-80 and, while used with some 

minor signs of wear, were in good 
condition. All sold to an international 
buyer. The 74-piece dinner service 
took £23,000 (estimate £10,000-
15,000), the 64-piece coffee service, 
£13,500 (£2000-3000) and the 
60-piece part-canteen of porcelain 
and silver-gilt cutlery marked for 
A Michelsen and Georg Jensen, 
£18,500 (£3000-5000).

A c.1900 Louis XVI-style 
inlaid, parquetry and mahogany 
marble top commode, after Jean-
Henri Riesener, modelled from 
the Concordant Commode at the 
Palais de Fontainebleau, went to a 
European buyer against US interest 
at a top-estimate £6000. A set of 12 
French Louis XV-style carved and 
polychrome painted and upholstered 
set of dining chairs, estimated at 
£400-600 took £4200.

From 19th century north Italy 
was a mahogany cabinet featuring 

geometric and flared inlays of ebony, 
ivory and boxwood and Renaissance 
figures in arched panels. The 6ft 
(1.83m) tall cabinet, which had some 
minor losses and splits, went a UK 
dealer within estimate at £5200.

Of similar appeal was a 6ft 
(1.80m) tall late 19th century 
Moorish hardwood cabinet on stand, 
profusely inlaid with ebony and ivory 
motifs, which doubled expectations 
in going to a UK private at £2800.

Also from the Middle East, an 
18th century 16in (40cm) Ottoman 
tortoiseshell and mother-of-pearl 
inlaid table cabinet was extensively 
damaged but outpaced the £400-600 
estimate, selling to a Continental 
collector at £2300.

By contrast, two classically 
restrained English Pembroke tables 
also went well above hopes. 

Other than davenports (a decent 
William IV mahogany example 
failed to get away against a £600-
800 estimate), it’s hard to think of a 
bigger casualty of the furniture slump 
than Pembroke tables.

This was reflected in the estimate 
on a George III Sheraton period 
example in inlaid satinwood. Pitched 
at £1000-1500, the 2ft 8in (82cm) 
long table had a twin oval top with a 
central burr thuya panel within a tied 
ribbon and foliate swag border and a 
tulipwood crossbanded edge above 
a frieze drawer. It sold to a private 
buyer at £5000.

A second George III example, 
but in mahogany and estimated at 
£400-600, went to a London dealer 
at £2500.

The vertiginous fall from stardom 
has long been seen in mahogany 
bureau bookcases and although 
attractively small, as these things 
go, a 6ft 5in x 3ft 1in (1.95m x 94cm) 
George III example was pitched at 
£400-600.

The cylinder fall was split in two 
places but was working properly, 
opening to reveal a fitted interior 
with pull-out ratcheted writing 
surface over three drawers and splay 
feet. It sold to the London trade for 
£4200. n

Original photographs of a well-known 
Pre-Raphaelite beauty – the muse of 
William Holman Hunt and the mother of 
Virginia Woolf and Vanessa Bell – sold 
for £2600 at Sworders (25% buyer’s 
premium).

The two albumen prints of Julia 
Prinsep Stephen (1846-95) had been 
guided at £500-800 as part of the 
Stansted firm’s Out of The Ordinary 
two-day sale on April 13-14. They were 
bought by an American museum.

Many suitors
Julia Jackson was born in Calcutta, 
capital of British India, in 1846 but 
moved to England with her family to 
Little Holland House in Kensington as 
an infant.

Deemed one of the most beautiful 
women in England, she attracted many 
suitors among a circle of family friends 
that included the good and the great 
(Benjamin Disraeli, Thomas Carlye, 
Alfred Lord Tennyson) and artists such 
as Dante Gabriel Rosetti, Edward Burne-
Jones and George Frederick Watts.

A favourite model of photographer 

Julia Margaret Cameron (her maternal 
aunt and godmother), she also sat 
for the sculptor Thomas Woolner and 
Holman Hunt – who both proposed 
marriage when she turned 18. It was 
said that Holman Hunt only married his 
second wife, Edith Waugh, because she 
resembled Julia.

The first of the two photographs 
shows Julia aged 11, together with her 
sister Mary Louisa Fisher. It was taken 
in 1857-58 by either the Manchester 
photographer James Mudd or Joseph 
Cundall, another Victorian pioneer who 
made the first photographic record of 
the Bayeux Tapestry.  

An identical but smaller print to this 
was part of the famous ‘Signor 1857’ 
photograph album that Julia Margaret 
Cameron composed before herself 
choosing to become a photographer. 

Family tragedy
The taker of the second photograph 
is uncertain although it may be one of 
more than 50 portraits Cameron made 
of her niece. It dates from the mid 
1860s, when Julia (having declined to 
become Mrs Holman Hunt) had become 

engaged to Herbert Duckworth, 
a barrister and member of the 

Somerset landed gentry.
Married for just three years, 

she was devastated by her 
husband’s untimely death and 
(with three young children) refused 
to contemplate remarrying for 
many years. However, in 1878 
she accepted the proposal 
of the writer and critic Leslie 
Stephen with whom she would 
have four more children – all 
of them influential members of 
what would be known as the 
Bloomsbury Group.

A family re-laying a kitchen 
f loor in their home in 
Ellerby, North Yorkshire, 
discovered 264 gold coins 
stored in a small mug.

(20cm) beneath the floor of the 
18th century house.

The family made the 
discovery in the summer of 
2019 and the group, now

UK dealers 
star in TEFAF 
Showcase spot 

UK dealers Elliott Fine Art, Callisto 
Fine Arts, Ben Hunter and 
Willoughby Gerrish are among the 
chosen new galleries to exhibit at 
TEFAF Maastricht’s Showcase this 
year.

The expanded section at the 
36th edition of The European Fine Art 
Fair (TEFAF) has grown to host 10 – 
rather than the previous six – dealers. 
The remaining line-up is continental 
Europe-based Zebregs & Röell Fine Art 
and Antiques (Netherlands), Galerie 
Maxime Flatry (France); Pingel Rare 
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Dunhill ‘Aviary’ lighter 
sparks a bidding battle 
An auction record was set for an 
Alfred Dunhill ‘aquarium’ lighter at 
Chiswick Auctions, writes Roland 
Arkell. 

The super-rare lighter depicting a 
pair of wading birds to one side and 
an egret to the other raced away from 
its estimate to bring £13,000 
(plus 25% buyer’s 
premium). 

It’s not difficult 
to see how Dunhill 
‘fish tank’ lighters got 
their name. Not only 
do these chunky 1950 
and 60s perspex and 
electroplated lighters 
resemble miniature 
aquariums, but most 
were decorated with 
aquatic subjects. The 
thick layer of Lucite, a 
material developed by 
the American air force 
during the Second World 
War, provides an illusion of 
movement. Each was designed and 
made by Dunhill factory artist Ben 
Shillingford or by Margaret and Allan 
Bennett, who worked from a workshop 
in their south coast home.

It is the so-called ‘non-aquatic 
aquariums’ depicting subjects other 
than fish that bring the highest

prices. The Bennetts often made 
these working from reference books, 
drawing up designs of birds, horses 
and shipping liners in pencil and 
watercolour before approval by Dunhill.
